No.ERTS(E)24/2008/183. - In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 36 of the Meghalaya Excise Act
[Assam Excise Act 1 of 1910) as adapted by Meghalaya, the Governor of Meghalaya is hereby pleased to
further amend the Meghalaya Excise Rules (As adapted from Assam Excise Rules) namely as follows:-

1.

Short title and commencement - (1) These Rules may be called the Meghalaya Excise (Amendment)
Rules, 2018. (2) They shall come into force with immediate effect.

Amendment of Rule 243 - In Rule 243 of the Meghalaya Excise Rules hereinafter shall be known as the
Principal Rules, shall be substituted as follows namely:-

"243-License fee and renewal fee of license for wholesale of foreign liquor and Bonded warehouses:-

(a) Category A - In respect of Bonded Warehouses having a turnover of more than ¥ 20.00 Crore per
annum, license fee of ¥ 15 lakhs per annum will be levied.

(b) Category B - In respect of Bonded Warehouses having a turnover between ¥ 10-20 crore per annum,
license fee of ¥ 12 lakhs will be levied.

(c) Category C - In respect of Bonded Warehouses having a turnover of less than ¥ 10.00 crore,
license fee of ¥ 3.5 lakhs per annum will be levied.

Amendment of Rule 248 - In Rule 248 of the Meghalaya Excise Rules (As adapted from the Assam
Excise Rules) herein after known as the Principal Rules, the existing sub-clause (a) & (b) of clause (i) of
Rule 248 appearing as "The fees for late closing of hotels and restaurants including bars attached shall
be as follows:-

(&) upto 11:00 P.M. -¥ 10,000 per month

(b) upto 12:30 A.M - ¥ 50,000 per month" shall be substituted as follows, namely, -

"Fees for late closing of licence of Star category Bar and non-star Bar. The fee shall be as follows:-
(a) From 10:00 P.M to 1:00 A.M - X 75,000/- per month for Star Category Bar.

(b) From 10:00 P.M to 1:00 A.M - ¥ 35,000/- per month for Non-Star Category Bar".

N.B. Star Category Bar-Retail "ON" License for consumption on the premises, where average profit
margins of IMFL/BIO for 60ml and 30ml are priced at more than 150 percent above the printed Maximum
Retail Price of a bottle.

Non-Star Category Bar-Retail "ON" License for consumption on the premises, where average profit:
margins of IMFL/BIO for 60ml and 30ml are priced at or less than 150 percent above the printed
Maximum Retail Price of a bottle".
