No.DCA.46/2017/Pt/8. - In exercise of the powers conferred under Rule 4 of the Assam and Meghalaya
Autonomous Districts (Constitution of District Councils) Rules, 1951 and all other powers enabling him in this
behalf, the Governor of Meghalaya, is pleased to make the following orders in respect of the conduct of
Elections to the 3 (three) Autonomous District Councils in the State:-

1. That the security deposit prescribed under Rules 134(1) of the Assam and Meghalaya Autonomous
Districts (Constitution of District Councils) Rules, 1951 as amended is raised to ¥ 3,000/- (Rupees three

thousand) only;

2. That the maximum scale of election expense which may be incurred by the candidate for election in a
constituency as provided in Rules 176 of the Assam and Meghalaya Autonomous Districts (Constitution
of District Councils) Rules, 1951 is raised to ¥ 5,00,000/- (Rupees five lakhs).

3. That the 'None of the Above’ (NOTA) option is introduced in the elections to the 3 (three) Autonomous
District Council in the State subject to the condition that even if, in any extreme case, the number of
voters against NOTA is more than the number of voters secured by the candidates, the candidate who

secures the largest number of votes among the contesting candidates shall be declared to be elected.

After the panel containing the name and particulars of the last candidate on the ballot paper, there shall be a

panel below the said last panel with the words "None of the Above" written therein for the benefit of those
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electors who may wish to exercise the option of not voting for any of the candidates in the fray. These words
shall be written in the same language or languages as used in the case of nhames of candidates. The size of

the panel shall be the same as in the case of the candidates.

The symbol and other procedures in respect of NOTA shall be as prescribed by the Election Commission of

India from time to time.

The above orders shall come into force with effect from the date of publication of this Notification in the
Gazette of Meghalaya and remain in force till the relevant rules are amended by the respective Autonomous

District Councils.

- Whereas the Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council is not in session,
it has become urgent and expedient to pass an Executive Order under Rule 30 of the Assam and Meghalaya
Autonomous Districts (Constitution of District Councils) Rules, 1951 as amended. The Executive Committee
of the Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council do promulgate as follows in the Khasi Hills Autonomous
District:-

THE KHASI HILLS AUTONOMOUS DISTRICTS (CONSTITUTION OF DISTRICT COUNCILS)
(AMENDMENT) RULES, 2019.

Preamble: Whereas it is expedient to further amend the Assam and Meghalaya Autonomous Districts
(Constitution of District Council) Rules, 1951, as amended, hereinafter referred to as the "Principal Rules" in
the manner herein appearing.

It is hereby enacted in the Sixty Ninth year of Republic of India as follows: -

Now, therefore, in exercise of the said power and also those conferred on it under clause (a) of Rule 30 of the
Assam and Meghalaya Autonomous Districts (Constitution of District Council) Rules, 1951, as amended, and
all other powers enabling it in that behalf, the Executive Committee, Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council is
pleased to make the following Rules.

1. Short title, Extent and Commencement:

(i) These Rules shall be called the Khasi Hills Autonomous Districts (Constitution of District Councils)
(Amendment) Rules, 2019.

(i) They shall apply to the whole of the Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council.
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(i) They shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of Appendix Il: The village "Mawkohnoh" appearing under 28-Rambrai-Jyrngam
Constituency shall be deleted and the same be transferred to 27-Nongstoin Constituency.
