Under Section 11 (4) of the Act, no person shall make any transaction or cause any transaction of land, i.e.,
sale/purchase as specified in the Preliminary Notification or create any encumbrances on such land from the
Date of Publication of such Notification without prior approval of the Sub-Divisional Collector, Amlarem Sub-

The objections to the acquisition, if any, may be filed by the persons interested within 60 (sixty) days from the
Date of Publication as provided under Sectton 15 of the said Act before the Sub-Divisional Collector, Amlarem
