of hours of work and weekly holidays to the Industrial Employees of the Directorate of Printing and Stationery, 

Shillong is necessary on account of the exceptional pressure of work in connected with the printing of Election 

Forms for the forthcoming election to the Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council, 2019.
