No.Health.267/2009/Pt/33.- In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article 309 of the
constitution, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following Rules to amend the Meghalaya
Medical Attendance Rules, 1981 (hereinafter referred to as the principal rules) with immediate effect and until
further order:

1. Short title and 1. (1) These Rules may be called the Meghalaya Medical Attendance
commencement:- (Amendment) Rules, 2019.

(2) They shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of Rule 3(g): In Rule 3(g) of the principal rules under the existing clause (iv) shall be
substituted by the following:-

"(iv) “Son” till he starts earning or get married whichever is earlier
irrespective of age limit”.

This is in partial modification of this Department Notification No.Health.267/2009/Pt/20, dated 25" March,
2015.

No.Health.210/2004/Pt/205. - The Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to State that as per National Framework
for Malaria Elimination (NFME) 2016-2030, States have been categorized into 3 categories as per their
Annual Parasite Incidence (API). In this context, Meghalaya falls under Category 3 (Intensified Control Phase)
as the Annual Parasite Incidence (API) of 15.20 has been reflected in the year 2015 owing to the maximum
case load. In order to make malaria a notifiable disease, Meghalaya which falls under Category 3 will have to
further reduce its case load so that the target API lies within the range of 1-2 to qualify for Category 2 (Pre-
Elimination Phase).

The Office of the Deputy Director of Health Services (Malaria) which is implementing the National Vector
Borne Disease Control Programme (NVBDCP) has achieved the reduction of Annual Parasite Incidence (API)
in the year 2018 and taking into account the 2015 Baseline that has Annual Parasite Incidence (API) of 15.20,
the State has had a reduction of 87% in 2018 bringing the Annual Parasite Incidence (API) to 1.83 well within
the range of Category 2. Further categorization will need to be done upto the Block Level to identify the high
endemic areas as per API to bring along all Districts upto Block Level to move to Category 1 by 2022
(Elimination Phase).

As the State has entered Category 2 (Pre-Elimination Phase) in 2018, making malaria a notifiable disease is
hereby notified.
