NOTIFICATIONS 

The 2nd May, 2019. 

No.VET(G) 167/2018/Pt/24. - The Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to notify the creation of a Directorate of 
Dairy Development along with the creation of 1 (one) post of Director of Dairy Development in the Level 21 in 
Pay Matrix, under the overall administrative control of the Department of Animal Husbandry and Veterinary 
with immediate effect. The Directorate of Dairy Development shall have the following mandate:- 

1.	 The Directorate shall handle all the matters relating to dairy development in the State. 

2.	 The Directorate shall implement the schemes/projects of the State Government and of the Central 
Government for development of Dairy sector in the State. 

3.	 The Directorate shall carry out activities for promoting production, procurement and processing of milk 
and milk products for the economic development of farming community through the Dairy Cooperative 
Societies and milk unions. 

4.	 The Directorate shall develop and expand such other allied activities as may be conducive for the 
promotion of the Dairy Industry, improvement and protection of milch animals and economic betterment 
of those engaged in milk production in particular and without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing 
object, such as:-

i. 	 Advise, guide and assist the members of milk unions in all aspects of management, supervision 
and audit functions. 

ii. 	 Arrange to impart training to all the member of unions, societies and private individuals to 
encourage Dairy enterprise. 

iii. 	 Establish research, development and quality control laboratories and to assist such programmes. 

iv. 	 Plan developmental strategies and programme to increase the volume of production and 
procurement of milk. 

v.	 Technical, administrative, financial and other necessary assistance to the dairy farmers. 
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vi. 	 Implement, Supervise and Monitor Dairy Development project/schemes in the state. 

vii. 	 Establish a Research and Development Centre having independent existence to contribute to 
Dairy Development, including technological transfer. 

viii. 	 To assist the milk unions to own and rear herds of cattle as may be required, to undertake the 
breeding programmes in their respective areas. 

ix.	 Assist in purchase of high yielding milch animals to the milk unions for milk producers. 

x. 	 Prescribe and enforce standards for all Dairy activities in the state as per rules and acts. 

xi. 	 Carry out negotiations with government and/or other organizations. 

xii.	 Undertake surveys and market research. 

xiii. 	 Plan overall production programme of the Dairy Development keeping in view the market 
strategy. 

xiv.	 Assist in the export of dairy and dairy products. 

xv.	 Implement the scheme of Cattle Ranches in the State of Meghalaya. 

Jurisdiction and manpower 

1.	 The Headquarters of the Directorate of Dairy Development shall be at Shillong and jurisdiction of the 
Directorate shall extend to the whole of Meghalaya. 

2.	 The existing posts of Gazetted Officers, Ministerial Staff and Grade IV Staff under the Dairy stream in 
the Directorate of Animal Husbandry and Veterinary shall be transferred to the new Directorate of Dairy 
Development with immediate effect. 

3.	 The existing infrastructure, land, Dairy Plants, Chilling Plants, machinery, equipments, vehicles etc. 
under the administrative jurisdiction of Dairy Wing in the Directorate of Animal Husbandry and 
Veterinary shall be transferred to the new Directorate of Dairy Development with immediate effect.

No. ITR 49/2010/Pt.IV/66. - In continuation of Government Order No. ITR 49/2010/Pt.IV/64, dated Shillong 
27th November, 2017 regarding e-District Project which is an important initiative of the State's e-Governance 
Implementation Program. 

1.	 Roll-out of additional e-Services: 

The Government of Meghalaya hereby orders that the following three additional services shall be 
provided in electronic form to citizens with effect from the date of issue of notification from the 
respective line department in this regard. These services include:-

a.) Compulsory Marriage Certificate (under Meghalaya Compulsory Registration of Marriage Act, 2012) 

b.) Application for Grant of Holding Public Events. 

c.) Non Encumbrance Certificate. 

2.	 Further, any additional services will be notified separately after approval by State Apex Committee on 
Digital India as and when the services are ready to be launched. 

3.	 The Government of Meghalaya hereby recognizes the use of Digital Signatures for the purpose of 
electronic delivery of services to the citizens. Thus, the certificates issue under the e-District Project 
framework are declared to be legally valid across India as per provision of Information Technology Act, 
2000 (Central Act 21 of 2000), and for all legal purposes, the validity of Digital Signature shall be at par 
with a hand-written signature. 

4.	 Date of roll-out e-Services: 

Since Government Orders (G.Os) are necessary to roll-out e-Services through the e-District MMP, the 
Line Departments will issue separate G.Os defining the service area and date of roll-out. These G.Os 
will be based on the format to be prepared by Information Technology & Communication Department 
which will be in accordance with Government/Business Process Re-Engineering (GPR/BPR), Functional 
Specifications Requirements (FSR), System Specifications Requirement (SRS)/System Configuration 
(SC) documents (including input/ output documents) approved by the State Apex Committee on Digital 
India.
