No.LBG.77/2002/224. - In exercise of the power conferred by Section 112 and 115 (2) of the Factories Act,
1948 (Act No. 63 of 1948), the Governor of Meghalaya proposes to make the following rules to amend the
Meghalaya Factories Rules, 1980. All persons likely to be affected thereby may offer their comments,

objections or suggestions if any, within 45 days from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

1. Short title and commencement - (1) These Rules may be called the Meghalaya Factories
(Amendment) Rules, 2017.

(2) They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette of Meghalaya.

2. Amendment to Rule 6 of the Meghalaya Factories Rules, 1980 hereinafter referred to as the
principal Rules - The schedule A and B appended to Rule 6 of the principal Rules, shall be substituted

by the following Schedules accordingly, namely, -
