- The District Level Committee on Ground Water Resources under East Khasi
Hills District request all individuals / public institutions within East Khasi Hills District owning defunct wells to
follow the Guidelines for Abandonment of Borewell and Drilled wells and safety Norms as laid down by the
Supreme Court.

GUIDELINES FOR ABANDONMENT OF BORED WELLS
AND DRILLED WELLS AND ITS SAFETY NORMS

1. BORED WELL ABANDONMENT
. Remove all plumbing or piping along with any obstruction in the wells
. Remove as much of well casing as possible

. Fill the entire well upto land surface with cement grout, concrete grout, bentonite grout and dry clay

2. DRILLED WELL ABANDONMENT
*  Any casing whether grouted or not grouted must be removed

. Entire depth of well is to be sounded to ensure freedom from obstruction that may interfere with scaling
operations.

¢  The well should be disinfected using solution made from calcium-hypochlorite concentrations that must
interface with scaling operations

. Well constructed in consolidated hard rocks must be filled with cement grout, bentonite grout, sand,
gravel or drilling cuttings upto 3m below top of consolidated rock or 2m below the bottom of casing. The
remaining space be filled with cement or bentonite grout to the top of well.

SAFETY NORMS

1. Construction of cement/concrete platform measuring 0.50 x 0.50 x 0.60m (0.3 m above ground level and
0.3 m below ground level) around the well casing

Capping of well assembly by welding steel plate
Erecting a chain link fence of 3 x 3 m around the well
Filling up of mud pits and channels after completion of drilling operations

Filling up of abandoned borewells by boulders/pebbles

Erection of a sign-board near the well with detailed address at the time of construction of well.

CHIEF MINISTER'S SPECIAL RURAL DEVELOPMENT FUND
REVISED GUIDELINES

No.CDD.205/2014/17. - In modification of the earlier Notification No.CDD.72/2000/245, dated 10" November,
2009 No.CDD.205/2014/10, dated 24™ March, 2015 and No.CDD.205/2014/15, dated 18" January, 2019 the
State Government hereby amends the guidelines of the CMSRDF as follows.

[. INTRODUCTION

The Government of Meghalaya has been implementing the "Chief Minister's Special Rural Development
Fund" since 2000-2001 as a component of the Special Rural Works Programme, with an objective to generate
wage employment and to create socially and economically useful public assets. With the experience of over
14 years of implementation, it has been felt that there is a need to revisit the guidelines.

. NATURE OF WORKS TO BE TAKEN UP UNDER THE CHIEF MINISTER'S SPECIAL RURAL
DEVELOPMENT FUND

The works to be taken up under the Chief Minister's Special Rural Development Fund shall include
construction of rural roads, footpaths, footbridges, drainages, culverts with hume pipes, improvements of
water sources, community halls, multi-purpose buildings, provision/improvement of rural electrification, school
buildings, playground, schemes such as procurement of equipment, new vehicles like mortuary vans,
ambulance, school buses and oxygenated vans for transporting live fish, etc. Eco-friendly innovative projects
also will be considered under the scheme. The schemes/ projects should not be highly technical in nature and
the project cost should be minimized either through convergence or by ensuring people's contribution.
Community participation is essential. Any other component can also be taken up with due approval from the
Hon'ble Chief Minister.

[ll. AREA OF OPERATION

"The Chief Minister's Special Rural Development Fund will be applicable for the semi-rural areas of the State
as ordinarily defined/notified by the Community and Rural Development Department of the State.

IV. NODAL DEPARTMENT

The Community and Rural Development Department shall be the Nodal Department for the Chief Minister's
Special Rural Development Fund. A specific provision for the Chief Minister's Special Rural Development
Fund is made in the Budget of the Community and -Rural Development Directorate.

V. IDENTIFICATION AND PROPOSAL OF SCHEMES

The schemes identified and proposed by the village communities, MLAs and/or NGOs/Associations should be
submitted along with detailed plans and estimates to the Chief Minister's Secretariat. The detailed plans and
estimates should be duly countersigned by the competent technical authorities. Proposals not accompanied
by plans and estimates or not countersigned by the competent authorities will be returned to the proposers at
the initial stage itself by the CM's Secretariat. Likewise, in cases where procurement of equipment is involved,
guotations are necessary to be attached along with the proposal. The works/projects identified should indicate
the Block jurisdiction.

VI. SELECTION OF THE SCHEMES AND SANCTION OF THE SCHEMES

The scheme proposed by the MLAs and NGOs under the Chief Minister's Special Rural Development Fund
shall be considered by the Chief Minister in the first instance and if approved, he will indicate the amount to be
sanctioned for the proposal. Upon receipt of the directions of the Chief Minister, the Chief Minister's
Secretariat shall examine the plan and estimates and issue sanctions where all the conditions are satisfied.
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The proposals without the quotations in case of procurement and without the plans and estimates in case of
construction work shall be returned to the MLA or NGO concerned for necessary corrective action. The Chief
Minister's Secretariat will approve the scheme, based on which Community and Rural Development
Directorate shall place the funds at the disposal of the concerned DCs for implementation.

VIl. ROLE OF THE DEPARTMENTAL COMMITTEE IN THE ADMINISTRATION OF THE CHIEF
MINISTER'S SPECIAL RURAL DEVELOPMENT FUND

With a view to ensuring quick sanction, the schemes as identified and selected by Chief Minister under the
Fund shall be exempted from the purview of the Departmental Committee as constituted under Planning
Department's circular No.PLR.35/97/29, dated 21% May, 1998 and also from the purview of any State
Level/District Level Committees. For sanction of individual scheme(s) under CMSRDF, the Chief Minister's
Secretariat need not obtain the approval of Planning Department and may approve such scheme(s) on its
own, as per the approved Guidelines.

VIIl. MODALITIES OF THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE PROJECTS

(). The implementation of the schemes under the Chief Minister's Special Rural Development Fund shall be
through direct participation of the people and not through contractors. Contractors are not allowed under the
CMSRDF. The involvement of the people is through the Village Dorbars/Local Committees/ Beneficiary
Organizations, etc.

(ii). On receipt of the funds from the Directorate of Community & Rural Development, the concerned Deputy
Commissioners should ensure that the funds as made available to the Implementing Agency are properly
utilized.

(iii). In such-cases where projects have been sanctioned and funds released, but not implemented in respect
of the MLAs who have ceased to be the MLAs prior to the commencement of implementation, such fund
should be refunded by the implementing agencies to the Chief Minister's Secretariat and the same will be
merged with the NGO category, of a particular year. Funds of MLAs who did not submit proposals in earlier
years and are not elected anymore, will also be transferred to the NGO category likewise.

(iv). All the CMSRDF funds should be kept in Savings Bank Accounts and the interest earned should be
reported to the State Government periodically. Interest funds will be returned to the Chief Minister's
Secretariat periodically, and will be utilized for the purposes of the CMSRDF scheme.

(v). The implementing organizations should prominently display the scheme detail, on site/on equipment.”
IX. MODES OF PAYMENT

(). All implementing agencies, NGOs, etc, should open a Bank Account, jointly operated by two members and
funds should be released to their accounts only.

(ii). If fund due to be released is above ¥ 50,000/- (Rupees fifty thousand only) the Deputy Commissioner
concerned should release the same in 2 (two) installments.

(iii). If the amount is below ¥ 50,000/- (Rupees fifty thousand only), the Deputy Commissioner shall release the
total amount to the Beneficiary Organization in one installment only. Also, in case of purchase of equipments,
vehicles etc., release of the amount may be made in one installment.

(iv). The fund shall not be allowed to be utilized for land compensation or for payment of salaries and
Secretariat expenses. The Deputy Commissioner shall obtain written agreement/undertakings from the Village
Dorbars/Local Committees/Beneficiary Organization asserting that there shall be no claim for land
compensation and for payment of salaries in so far as the scheme is concerned and that it will ensure proper
maintenance of the Scheme when completed.
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(v). A Utilization Certificate in respect of the amount drawn and utilized should be furnished by the Partner
Organizations to the Deputy Commissioner concerned for record. Completion Certificate accompanied by
photographic evidence should be submitted within six months of release of money to the Deputy
Commissioner, who will in turn, submit to the Nodal Department.

(vi) If the org 1eficiaries fail to submit the UC for first installment and do not claim the second
installment after a gap of three years, the particular work or project allotted or executed by them should be
deemed as closed and the fund be returned back to the Chief Minister's Secretariat.

X. TIMELINE FOR PROCESSING

The time period indicated in the process chart at different levels is to be strictly adhered to by the officials of
the Departments concerned.
