- The Executive Committee, Jaintia Hills Autonomous District Council, held 
on the 17th April, 2019, perused the Petition of the President and the General Secretary, Jaintia Student Union 
Central Body dated 25th March, 2019 for scraping of all appointments to the various posts alleged to have 
been illegally made by the last Executive Committee before the 27th February, 2019, General Election to the 
District Council without advertisement and in violation of the recruitment rules and procedure prescribed in the 
Jaintia Hills Autonomous District Council Service Rules, 1981, as amended. The Under Secretary, Executive 
Committee who is also the Member Secretary Selection Board is ordered to submit a detail report on the 
allegation. 
Thereafter the Executive Committee which met on the 30th May, 2019, on consideration of public pressure and 
the report No.JHADC/Genl/16/2019/2, dated 29th May, 2019 of the Under Secretary Executive Committee and 
Member Secretary Selection Board, is of the view that prima facie the aforesaid recruitments has not been 
done in the manner prescribed in the Jaintia Hills Autonomous District Council Service Rules, 1981, as 
amended. The Executive Committee, Jaintia Hills Autonomous District Council is therefore pleased to 
constitute the Inquiry Committee to enquire in depth into the illegality of appointments made to the various 
posts during the period from the 21st June, 2018 to the 2nd March, 2019. 
The Committee shall be known as Inquiry Committee On The Alleged Illegal Appointments To Various 

Posts In Jaintia Hills Autonomous District Council and shall consist of the following Members:-

Terms of Reference of the Inquiry Committee are:-
1.	 To investigate into the number of appointments made to different posts carrying different pay scales with 

the names of the appointees, the date of joining the post, validity of the applications and availability of 
posts during the period mentioned above which may be termed as period of reference. 

2.	 To enquire into the justification regarding work load made by the Head of Department recommending for 
appointments with the endorsement of the appointing authority and the order of Executive Committee 
thereto. 

3.	 To investigation into the observation of recruitment rules and procedure prescribed in the Jaintia Hills 
Autonomous District Council Service Rules 1981 as amended and of the violation and breach of rules 
thereto. 

4.	 To call for the documents and records for verification and examination as may be necessary from the 
Secretary Executive Committee and the Under Secretary Executive Committee as the Member Secretary 
Selection Board and shall also summon and call persons/witnesses as it may considered necessary for 
enquiry and recording of their statements. 

The Inquiry Committee shall submit its reports and findings to the Executive Committee, Jaintia Hills 
Autonomous District Council within the 31st July, 2019.
