The SIAL Shillong/NE Food Show Advisory
Council is a non-executive, non-compensated, ad hoc
committee of individuals who possess subject matter
expertise on issues related to the food industry and its
various sub themes like food processing, service, retail,
technology etc. The Advisory Council is authorized by
the Department of Agriculture, Directorate of Food
Processing, Government of Meghalaya and will serve
at the Government of Meghalaya’s discretion. The
Advisory Council members will be from all the sectors
of the food industry including government , top
multinational companies, captains of industry, private
companies, public institutions, SME companies,
representatives of other state governments and
individual entrepreneurs who possess specific
expertise that may be beneficial to the organization.

Purpose and mandate of the Advisory Council:

The Advisory Council is created as an ad hoc
committee for the purpose of working with the
Directorate of Food Processing and its PMA, the
Meghalaya Institute of Entrepreneurship (MIE). The
committee shall limit its activities to advising on matters
that concern the successful conduct of SIAL Shillong /
NE Food Show and promotion of the NE food industry
as follows:

a) To provide the Government of Meghalaya and the
Directorate of Food Processing with informed inputs
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and guidance on the conduct, organization and
direction of SIAL Shillong / NE Food Show in the
national and global context.

b) To support the SIAL Shillong / NE Food Show
working groups and/or committees with specific
subject matter expertise.

c) To define an action plan based on two strategic
pillars - Innovation, & Internationalization.

d) To discuss and brainstorm on how the SIAL Shillong
Food Show / NE Food Show can be better & bigger
than other food shows with the help of the vast
experiences of advisory board members.

e) To discuss the global investment opportunities in
the food and food processing sector of North East
region and create ways to capitalize on those
opportunities.

f) To discuss the trade outlook in India and abroad
from the perspective of the North East region in
general and Meghalaya in particular with emphasis
on South, South East and East Asia.

g) To discuss and decide the broader outlook of
exhibitor categories for increasing the participation
from the industry.

h) Council members to share their knowledge and
experience for upgrading the food and service
technology from process to product in the region
for tapping the international market.

i) To ensure the attendance of all related verticals of
food and food processing sector during the show.

j) How to reinforce the competency of Meghalaya and
the North East food and food processing sector
through various means and efforts for increasing
the technological index, promoting production,
transfer, application and increasing knowledge
geared toward innovation and promoting
internationalization of the sector.

Specific scope of work of the Advisory Council may
include the following:

• Identify fundraising, technical assistance and
marketing resources

• Assess the impact of programs, projects and events
in the larger context of the food processing sector

• Serve as a non-political advocate for the NE food
industry

The Committee shall have no legal responsibilities
and is formed to give advice and recommendations to
the Directorate of Food Processing, Government of
Meghalaya on matters related to the food industry.

Organizational structure:

The Advisory Council will be chaired by the Chief
Minister of Meghalaya with the Minister in charge
Agriculture, Government of Meghalaya as the Vice
Chair.

Agency Responsible for Providing Necessary
Support: The Directorate of Food Processing (DOFP)
and the SPV of the Meghalaya Institute of
Entrepreneurship (MIE).

Membership:

Advisory Council members would include, but are
not limited to:

•    Concerned and related line departments of the
Government of Meghalaya.

•    Representatives of other North Eastern State
Governments

•    Heads / representatives of the top multinational
food industry companies

•    Captains of the food industry

•    Heads of private companies

•    Public institutions active in the food industry space

•    SME companies

•    Outstanding individual local entrepreneurs

There are no term limits for council membership
- however, the Government of Meghalaya may
choose to add additional members to the council
at its discretion. Members of the Council will serve
without compensation.

Procedural Rules

Operation: The Advisory Council will operate
through an Executive Committee to be constituted
at the level of the Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV)
and chaired by the Commissioner & Secretary to
the Department of Agriculture for the organization
of S1AL Shillong / NE Food Show and which will
also function as the Secretariat for SIAL Shillong
/ NE Food Show.

Meetings: The Advisory Council will meet as often
as necessary. Additional meetings may be
requested by the Government of Meghalaya to

Documents will include both
suggested actions and justification for
suggestions.

Spokesperson: Advisory Council members shall
not speak on behalf of the organization. This
includes speaking to the press or discussing
confidential business matters with employees,
clients or vendors.

Public Announcements: Advisory Council
members shall refrain from reporting opinions
expressed in meetings, nor shall they report
independently on any council actions without
consent from the council.

(i) Assess the availability of timber for wood based
industrial units in the State every 5(five) years.

(ii) Assess quantity of different raw material
requirement for wood based industrial units which
may be sustainably harvested from trees outside
forest areas in the State.

(iii) Assess annual requirement of timber and other
forest produce in the domestic markets in the
State.

(iv) Maintain a database of timber and other raw
materials utilized by each wood based industrial
unit permitted to establish and operate in the
State duri9ng each financial year.

 (v) Approve appropriate locations for setting up wood
based industrial units.

(vi) Approve the name of wood based industrial units
which may be considered for grant of fresh or
enhancement of the existing licensed capacity
in case the Committee is satisfied that timber is
available legally for the said new Wood Based
Industries (Such as trees outside forest areas,
forests etc).
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(vii) The State Level Committee will ensure that the
amount lying with the respective State Forest
Departments (recovered from Wood Based
Industries) will be utilized for the purpose of
afforestation only.

(viii) Examine and make appropriate recommen-
dations on any other matter referred by the State
Government or the Ministry of Environment,
Forests and Climate Change.
