No.LBG.55/2017/113. - Whereas the Inspection Report dated 24™ September, 2008 by the Compliance Audit
Inspection Team revealed that the Trust of M/s Komorrah Limestone & Mining Co. Ltd. had not been investing
the Provident Fund Trust Money as per the pattern of investment laid down by the Govt. of India and notified
by the Employees Provident Fund Organisation and hence violated the said Govt. of India's Notification.

Whereas based on the above observation of the Compliance Audit Inspection Team, a show cause notice
was also issued to the Company by the Regional Provident Fund Commissioner-I11, which subsequently ended
with the Assistant Provident Fund Commissioner imposing penalty damages vide letter No. NE/SHG/
829/000/ENF 501/DAMAGES/197, dated 20™ May, 2016.

Whereas M/s Komorrah Limestone & Mining Co. Ltd. being aggrieved by the order dated 20™ May, 2016 has
filed a writ petition in the Hon'ble High Court of Meghalaya registered as W.P.(C) No. 183 of 2017.

Whereas the Hon'ble High Court vide order dated 12" September, 2019 observed "that the withdrawal of
exemption as provided under Section 17(4) of the Employees' Provident Funds and Miscellaneous Provision
Act, 1952 has not been withdrawn by the appropriate Government which had granted the same. The
appropriate Government in this case is the State Government".

And Whereas M/s Komorrah Limestone & Mining Co. Ltd. has applied for withdrawal of exemption under
clause (a) of sub-Section (4) of Section 17 of the Employees' Provident Funds and Miscellaneous Provisions
Act, 1952 (19 of 1952).

Now, Therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (a) of sub-Section (4) of Section 17 of the said
Act, the State Government hereby withdraws the exemption granted vide LBG. 85/2001/81, dated 17"
January, 2003.

No.LBG. 74/2017/298. - Whereas the Government of Meghalaya had appointed 88 Casual Pioneers during
the year 1976-1987 as members of the Meghalaya Civil Task Force under Section 3 (1) of the Meghalaya
Civil Task Force Act, 1974 for the purpose of creating a well organised and discipline force for better
management and to meet the requirement of Labour Force to execute the developmental works in the rural
areas in particular.

Whereas, as on November, 2017, 51 pioneers are still working in the Directorate as member of Civil Task
Force.

Whereas, the Force had remain idle since the last part of 1987 onwards as no fresh allotment of works was
made available by the other Government development department of the State.

Whereas, in the year 2017 the pioneers namely Rongbang Marak and Jogesh Rabha filed a petition in the
Hon'ble High Court of Meghalaya for direction to the Government of Meghalaya to implement the Regular
Casual Workers Scheme in respect of all the serving pioneers.

Whereas, the Hon'ble High Court vide its judgement order dated 5" April, 2018 in WP(C) No. 329 of 2017
directed the Government of Meghalaya to implement the Regular Casual Workers Scheme in respect of all
the serving pioneers.

Whereas, the Government of Meghalaya had prefered an appeal against the above mentioned High Court
order in the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India which was registered as SLP 30429 of 2018.

Whereas, the pioneers filed the petition dated 2" January, 2019 in the Hon'ble Supreme Court for
consideration of one time settlement.

Whereas, the Hon'ble Supreme Court vide order dated 25" March, 2019 has directed the State Government
to consider whether a comprehensive scheme can be formulated by the State Government to cover all the 51
pioneers.

Whereas, the State Government in compliance to the above direction reached an agreement with the
pioneers as reflected in the proceeding dated 16" May, 2019 which involves payment of T 1,96,00,000/-
(Rupees one crore ninety six lakhs) only and the same conveyed to the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India.

Whereas, the Hon'ble High Court vide its order dated 4™ July, 2019 accepted the settlement and direct the
State Government to take necessary steps to disburse the fund within the period of 6 months.

Whereas, the Government of Meghalaya has accorded sanction of ¥ 1,96,00,000/- (Rupees one crore
ninety six lakhs) vide sanction order No.LBG. 61/2004/Pt/81, dated 22" August, 2019 as compensation to
the 51 pioneers as per terms of agreement.

Whereas, the Commandant Meghalaya Civil Task Force had disbursed / released the agreed amount of
T 1,96,00,000/- (Rupees one crore ninety six lakhs) to the pioneers on 14" October, 2019 and as per terms of
agreement all the 51 pioneers are deemed to have voluntarily retired from service with effect from 1° July,
2019.

Now, therefore, the one time compensation having been paid to all pioneers on dated 14" October, 2019, the
Governor of Meghalaya hereby notifies that the Meghalaya Civil Task Force has with effect from 1% July,
2019 ceased to exist and no further claim of dues or compensation from any member (pioneers) of the
Meghalaya Civil Task Force including those who had already retired shall lie with the State Government.
