No.FOR.138/81/Pt-I/172. - In exercise of the powers conferred under Sub-Section (1) of Section 13 of the 

Meghalaya Forest (Removal of Timber) Regulation Act, 1981, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to notify 

the Forest Check Posts at the following places for the purpose of the Act aforesaid. 

Jaintia Hills (T) Division, Jowai. 

1. Mookyndur.

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The 20th January, 2020. 

No.FOR. 111/2007/270. - In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 40 (1) of the Meghalaya Forest 
Regulation (Assam Regulation No. 7 of 1891 as adapted and amended by the State of Meghalaya), the 
following amendment is made to the Transit Rules enacted for the purpose of regulating transport of Forest 
produce by land and water. 

"Substituting the existing rule No. 6 with the following" 

6.	 (i) All trucks carrying Broomstick from any forest area for removal outside the State shall be levied a 
sum of ` 500/- per truck, at flat rate for issuing of transit passes. 

(ii) All trucks carrying Tezpatta from any forest area for removal outside the State shall be levied a sum 
of ` 60/- per truck, at flat rate for issuing of transit passes. 

(iii) All trucks carrying Dhupwood from any forest area or non-forest area for removal outside the State 
shall be levied a sum of ` 5,000/- per truck, for issuing of transit passes. 

(iv) All trucks carrying Bamboo from any forest area for removal outside the State shall be levied a sum 
of ` 1,000/- per truck, for issuing of transit passes. 

(v) All trucks carrying Firewood, Cane and Bark (other than Cinnamon Bark) from any forest area or 
non-forest area for removal outside the State shall be levied a sum of ` 5,000/- per truck, for issuing of 
transit passes. 

(vi) All trucks carrying Cinnamon Bark from any forest area or non-forest area for removal outside the 
State shall be levied a sum of ` 300/- per truck, for issuing of transit passes. 

(vii) All trucks carrying minor minerals from any forest area for removal outside the State shall be levied 
a sum of ` 1,000/- per truck, for issuing of transit passes. 

(viii) All trucks carrying round timber, sawn timber and timber in other forms from any source for removal 
outside the State shall be levied a sum of ` 5,000/- per truck (including logs with or without bark) for 
issuing of transit passes provided that these trucks have not been charged for, under any other 
regulatory Forest Act or provision made thereunder for issuing of transit passes. 

The above amount shall be realized at the State Forest Check Gates established along the Inter-State 
Boundary. 

The above provisions shall come into force with immediate effect and shall supersede all previous 
Notifications on this matter.

No.FOR.17/2013/Pt/212.- In accordance with the provisions of Section 36 C of the Wild Life (Protection) Act, 

1972(as amended upto 2006), the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to declare the village forest of Pynurkba 

village in East Jaintia Hills District, as a Community Reserve to be known as the "Ka Khlaw Umthalong 
Community Reserve" with immediate effect as per the schedule of boundaries indicated below:­

Schedule of Bonndaries:-

NORTH :	 From Point No. 1 at N 25°15'14.761" E 92°17'05.638" the boundary proceed East ward up to 

Point No. 27 at N 25°15'14.325" E 92°17'06.875" which is approximately 100 m away from the 

paddy field of Smti. Melcy Dkhar and also a source of Halibajat stream and thence proceeds 

towards the East up to Point No. 24 at N 25°15'14.383" E 92°17'09.053". From Point No. 24 

proceed North-East up to Point No. 21 at N 25° 15'14.987" E 92°17'10.290" thence Eastward 

up to Point No. 20 at N 25°15'14.874" E 92o17'12.'077". 

EAST :	 From Point No. 20 at N 25°15'14.874" E 92°17'12.077" the boundary proceeded South-East 

up to Point No. 19 at N 25°15'13.873" E 92°17'13.044". Thence further South-West along the 

land of Shri Shrainmon Dkhar up to Point No. 14 at N 25°15'11.778" E 92°17'12.526" adjacent 

to the house of Tngen Rymbai. Thence proceeds South-West up to Point No. 13 at N 

25°15'11.382" E 92O17'11.734" thence further South-West along the Village Land up to Point 

No. 12 at N 25o15'10.311"E92°17'10.832".

Rymbai proceed West Ward upto point No. 7 at N 25°15'10.917" E 92°17'06.537".

West up to Point No. 5 at N 25°15'12.017" E 92°17'05.640" thence proceeds North-West up 

to Point No. 3 at N 25°15'13.163" E 92°17'04.414". thence the boundary proceeds North-East 

around the Rocky Barren Land of Smti. Dap Rymbai up to Point No. 1 at N 25°15'14.761" E 

92°17'05.638".
