Development shall be made by promotion from amongst the Joint Director who must have rendered not
less than 4 (four) years of continuous service or a combined service of Joint Director and Deputy Director

of at least 7 (seven) years on the 1st day of the year in which the selection is made.

Joint Director (Senior Grade): Appointment to the post of Joint Director shall be made by promotion
from amongst the Deputy Directors who must have rendered not less than 4 (four) years of continuous
service or a combined service of Deputy Director and Assistant Director of at least 7 (seven) years on the

1st day of the year in which the selection is made.

Deputy Director Grade | (Senior): Appointment to the post of Deputy Director shall be made by
promotion from amongst the Assistant Directors who must have rendered not less than 5 (five) years of
continuous service or a combined service of Assistant Director and Senior Dairy Officer of at least 7

(seven) years 1st day of the year in which the selection is made.

Assistant Director Grade | (Junior): Appointment to the post of Assistant Director shall be made by
promotion from amongst the Senior Dairy Officers who must have rendered not less than 5 (five) years of
continuous service or a combined service of Senior Dairy Officer of at least 5 (five)years or 10 years of

continuous service 1st day of the year in which the selection is made.

Senior Dairy Officer (Procurement and Distribution) and Senior Dairy Officer- Grade Il (Senior):
