14. Two representative of Central Government

17. One representative from Schedule Caste/Tribe 
18. Two Women representatives. 

Directors representing Societies and other members under clauses (4), (5), (6), (7) & 
(13) shall be elected for five years from the date of election and the term of office shall 
be conterminous with the term of the Board provided that no person shall be allowed to 
seek election or to remain elected on the Board of the Federation if he/she is a 
defaulter to the federation/Society he/she represents for a period exceeding 3 months 
or the Society he/she representing is in default to the Federation. 

A Director, nominated or elected shall hold office until next nomination or election by 
authority or electorate by which he is chosen.
