Only short-listed tenderers would be allowed to 
cast their bids to be considered by the Tender 
Committee, thereafter. 

1.2	 In selecting the tenders to be accepted, the 
financial status of the individual or firm tendering 
for the work should be taken into consideration, 
in addition to all other relevant factors such as 
past experience, other ongoing commitments 
etc. 

1.3	 The Tender Committee may, with justifications 
to be formally recorded by it, give out to different 
contractors a number of contracts relating to one 
work, covered by a single Administrative 
Approval/technical sanction. 

1.4	 The reason for accepting or rejecting, a tender 
should be clearly recorded in the minutes of the 
Tender Committee and these should be attached 
to the Comparative Statement before the case 
goes back to the office which is executing the 
Work. 

1.5	 In case where the lowest tender is not accepted, 
detailed  reasons should be recorded in the 
Minutes of the Tender Committee. 

1.6.1 The rates at which works are to be let out should 
be reasonable considering the market conditions 
and other factors pertaining to a particular Work. 
Variation up to 10% between rates received as 
a result of call of tenders and the rates prevalent 
in the market may be considered, in case of 
emergency or in special circumstances to be 
brought out in the Minute of the Tender 
Committee.
