The Council may co-opt additional members from Water & Sanitation Committee, Joint Forest Management 
Committee, Watershed Committee and any relevant committees at the village levels which deals with water 
related issues and Natural Resources Management. 

Functions of the Council: 

1.	 To provide inputs and support for comprehensive assessment of water resources, water budgetting and 
formulation of Integrated Water Security Plan. 

2.	 To work for better management of water resources and identifying viable traditional methods and 
knowledge in water resources management. 

3.	 Advocacy of Recognition of water resources as a common pool resource, Protection and Conservation 
of Water sources, Rejuvenation of springs and Water Bodies, protection of Catchment Area, 
maintaining of ecology, preservation of Fish Habitat and Sanctuaries, efficient use of water, equitable 
water sharing, Rain Water Harvesting and Ground Water Recharge. 

4.	 To ensure the associations of beneficiaries/water users to own up the responsibilities to operate, 
maintain and manage the water infrastructures. 

5.	 To develop a sense of fundamental duty to play an active role in Participatory Water Resource 
Management. 

6.	 Any other task that may be assigned by the Block Water Resources Development Councils.. 

7.	 Any other function that may be considered necessary by the Village Water Resource Council.
