(2) They shall apply to the staff employed in Meghalaya Houses “Office Establishment of Resident
Commissioner, New Delhi, Trade Adviser and Director of Movements, Kolkata, Officer on Special
duty, Guwahati and Vellore, Deputy Resident Commissioner, Mumbai and Estate officer, State
Guest House, Shillong”.

Exception — These rules shall not apply to person in Government service under the Government of

MEGHALAYA LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY
RESOLUTION

Whereas, the Citizenship (Amendment) Act, 2019 has come into force with publication in the Gazette of India
on 12" December, 2019 and the Act provides that it "shall not apply to tribal area of Assam, Meghalaya,
Mizoram or Tripura as included in the Sixth Schedule to the Constitution”;

Whereas, the Citizenship (Amendment) Act, 2019 applies to areas in the State not covered under the Sixth
Schedule to the Constitution i.e., the municipality of Shillong as defined in para 20 of the Sixth Schedule to the
Constitution, and hence additional measures are required to protect and safeguard the interests of the tribal
population of the State.

Now, therefore this House thanks the Government of India for exempting the Sixth Schedule Areas of the
State from the purview of the Citizenship (Amendment) Act, 2019 and resolves that the Government of India
be urged to exempt the entire State including the areas not covered under the Sixth Schedule from the
purview of the said Act.

Disease) disease outbreak as a Public Health Emergency of International Concern (PHEIC) due to its rapid
transmission and spread around the globe.

Recent evaluation of COVID-19 affected countries has shown that delay in enforcing social-distancing restrictions
has led to increase in the number of cases and deaths in those countries.

Considering the situation where the numbers of cases have been gradually rising in the country, the Government
of Meghalaya, for preventing any possible transmission and outbreak of COVID-19 among the inhabitants/citizens
of the State, has come up with the following restrictions and advisories:

1. All educational institutions within the State are to remain closed except for holding examinations from 17th
March, 2020 to 31st March, 2020.

la. Social distancing of 1 metre is to be ensured during the seating arrangement for the on-going exams.

1b. Educational institutions should facilitate the learning process through innovative ideas like running
online classes (for students of higher education) and assigning projects with special focus on health and
hygiene activities that the students could do at homes.

2. Foreigners and travellers coming from the affected Countries/States are compulsorily to report to the
Deputy Commissioners through toll-free helpline 108.

3. Places of mass gatherings like Cinema Halls, Gymnasiums, major sports events, Swimming pools,
Amusement Parks and such other places where many people assemble are to be closed.

4. All exhibitions, conferences, workshops, public meetings, seminars, trainings and any other gatherings
which involve large number of people are to be postponed or cancelled. Already planned weddings are to be
kept to a limited gathering.

5. All non-essential travel outside and into the State are to be postponed or avoided.

6. Visiting big open and enclosed markets and Tourist places are to be avoided.

7. Social distancing and hand-hygiene and respiratory etiquette are to be maintained in places of work and
worship.

8. Notified fairs and festivals are to be postponed or cancelled.

9. Close contact in public transport is to be avoided.

The State Disaster Management Authority (SDMA) along with District Disaster Management Authorities is to
promote and enhance community participation in self-reporting, maintaining hand-hygiene and respiratory etiquette
and ensuring home quarantine of those with travel history to affected places or contact with positive cases.

The Deputy Commissioners are to meet the religious leaders and seek their cooperation to sensitise people on
the above advisory and restrictions. The DCs are also to sensitise the public through the Headmen on preparedness
measures.

The Deputy Commissioners and Superintendent of Police are to ensure strict compliance of the restrictions and
hold regular meetings in order to identify suspected cases arising out of travel from affected Countries/States and
arrange for quarantine/contact tracing.

No. Health.68/2020/38.— In exercise of the powers conferred under Section 2, 3 and 4 of the Epidemic Diseases
Act, 1897, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to issue the following regulations regarding outbreak of coronavirus
(CoVID-19).

These Regulations may be called The Meghalaya Epidemic Diseases, COVID-19 Regulations, 2020.
“Epidemic Disease” in these Regulations means COVID-19 (Corona Virus Disease 2019)

Authorized persons under this Act are Commissioner & Secretary, Health & Family Welfare at the State
Level and District Magistrate, District Medical & Health Officer at the District Level.

All Hospitals (Government & Private) should have separate OPD for screening of suspected cases
COVID-19 (Corona Virus Disease 2019).

All Hospitals (Government & Private) during screening of such cases shall record to ascertain history of
travel of the person if he/she has travelled to any country or area where COVID-19 has been reported. In
addition the history of coming in contact with a suspected or confirmed case of COVID-19 shall be recorded.

i In case the person has any such history in last 14 days and the person is asymptomatic then the
person must be kept in “stay at home” for 14 days from the day of exposure .

ii. In case the person has any such history in last 14 days and the person is symptomatic as per case
definition of COVID-19, the person must be isolated in a hospital and will be tested for COVID-19 as
per protocol.

iii.  Information of all such cases should be given to office of District Medical & Health Officer/District
Control Room of the respective District immediately.

No Private Laboratory has been authorized to take or test samples for COVID-19 in the State of Meghalaya.
All such samples will be collected as per guidelines of the Government of India and these will be sent to
designated laboratory by the Nodal Officer of the designated hospitals with prior intimation to the District
Surveillance Officer (DSO) of the concerned District.

If any person with a history of travel in last 14 days to a country or area from where COVID-19 has been
reported, develop symptoms, he must contact the State/District control rooms/108 so that necessary
measures if required may be initiated by the Department of Health & Family Welfare.

All persons with a history of travel to a country or area from where COVID-19 has been reported in last 14
days, but who do not have any symptoms of cough fever, difficulty in breathing & should isolate themselves
at home. Such persons must take precautions to avoid contact with any person including family members
for 14 days from the date of arrival from such area.

Authorized persons as per Section 3 of these regulations are authorized under this act to admit a person
and isolate the person if required in case he/she has a history of visit to an area where COVID-19 is endemic
and the concerned person is symptomatic.

If there are sufficient reasons, cause or information to suspect or believe that any persons could be infected
with COVID-19 and his continued presence in a premise is hazardous to the public safety, it shall be lawful
for a Surveillance personnel to enter any such premises, after giving reasonable opportunity to the owner/
occupier, for the purpose of surveillance of instances of fever or cough or respiratory difficulty, enquire into or
undertake physical examination, as he/she thinks fit, and such person (s) shall be bound to cooperate and
render all possible assistance to facilitate such surveillance, inspection, enquiry and examination.

If consequent to such inquiry, inspection, examination or otherwise, the Surveillance Personnel has reason
to believe or suspect that such a person could be infected with COVID-19, the Surveillance Personnel may
direct/arrange to put that person (s) in home quarantine or direct/escort that person(s) to an ‘Institutional
Quarantine Facility’ or an ‘Isolation Facility’.

It shall be mandatory for Medical Officers in Government Health Institutions and registered Private Medical

Practitioners, including AYUSH practitioners; to notify such person (s) to the concerned District Surveillance
Unit, along with duly filled up self declaration forms of those who, within their knowledge have Travel History
to COVID-19 affected States/Countries irrespective of whether having complaints of fever or cough or respiratory
difficulty.

If the owner or occupier (s) of any premises or any individual suspected/confirmed with COVID-19, refuses to
take measures for prevention or treatment i.e., stay-at-home/Institutional Quarantine/isolation or any such
person refuses to co-operate, render assistance to or comply with the directions of the Surveillance Personnel,
the concerned District Magistrate having jurisdiction or any person specifically authorized by the District
Magistrate in this regard, may pass an appropriate order and may proceed with proceedings under Section
133 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 (2 of 1974) or take any other coercive action as deemed
necessary and expedient enforcing such cooperation and assistance. In case of a minor, such Order shall
be directed to the guardian or any other adult member of the family of the minor.

All advisories issued/to be issued by the Government of India or the Government of Meghalaya on COVID-19
will ipso facto be treated as directions under this Act in Meghalaya.

If cases of COVID-19 are reported from a defined geographic area, the Authorized Person (s) with the
approval of State Task Force constituted for containment of COVID-19 shall have the right to implement
following containment measures, but not limited to these, in order to prevent spread of the disease

(i)  Sealing of the geographical area.

(i)  Banning entry and exit of population from the containment area.

(i)  Closure of schools, offices and banning public gatherings.

(v Initiating active and passive surveillance of COVID-19 cases.

()  Banning vehicular movementin the area.

(vi) Initiating active and passive surveillance of COVID-19 cases.

(vi) Designating any Government building as containment unit for isolation of the cases.

(viii) Staff of all Government departments will be at disposal of District administration of the concerned area
for discharging the duty of containment measures, (ixX) Any other measure as directed by the
Department of Health & Family Welfare, Government of Meghalaya.

With the concurrence of Health & Family Welfare Department, Government of Meghalaya, the District Disaster

Management Authority headed by District Magistrate is authorized for planning strategy regarding containment
measures for COVID-19 in their respective districts. The District Magistrate may co opt more Officers from
different departments for assisting the District Disaster Management Authority for this activity under these
regulations.

Penalty: Any person/institution/organization found violating any provision of these regulations shall be deemed
to have committed an offence punishable under section 188 of Indian Penal Code (45 of 1860). The Secretary,
Health & Family Welfare or District Magistrate may penalize any person/institution/organization if found
violating provisions of these regulations or any further orders issued by the Government under these Regulation.

Protection to person acting under the Act: No suit or legal proceedings shall lie against any person for
anything done or intended to be done in good faith under this Act unless proved otherwise.

These Regulations shall come into force immediately and shall remain valid for a period of one year from
the date of publication of this Notification.
