No.ERTS(S)7/2018/Pt/133. - WHEREAS it appears to the Government of Meghalaya that because of the
global Covid-19 pandemic that has affected the world, the country and the state of Meghalaya, a situation
has arisen that Stamp vendors are either not available or limited in availability; and

WHEREAS, because of the above mentioned situation, certain borrowers may have faced or are
facing difficulty in paying the stamp duty for executing loan agreement; and

WHEREAS, Section 41 of the Indian Stamp Act, 1899 (as adapted and amended by Meghalaya),
hereinafter referred to as “the said Act”, provided that the Collector, if he is satisfied that the omission to
duly stamp such instrument has been occasioned by accident, mistake or urgent necessity, he may,
instead of proceeding under Section 33 and 40 of the said Act, receive such amount and proceed as
further prescribed under the Act; and

WHEREAS, the Governor of Meghalaya is satisfied that conditions exist to give relief to payers of
stamp duty who failed to duly stamp such instrument due to the non-availability or limited availability of
stamp vendors, from impounding of the unstamped instruments as provided under sub-section (1) of
Section 33 and from levy of penalty on unstamped instruments as provided under sub-section (1) of
Section 40 of the said Act;

NOW THEREFORE, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to direct all the Collectors of Stamp duty
within State of Meghalaya to exercise the discretionary power conferred under Section 41 of the said Act
and NOT to invoke the provisions of sub section (1) of Section 33 and sub-section (1) of Section 40 of the
said Act on instrument of loan agreement, if such instruments are stamped within a period of 30 (thirty)
days following the withdrawal of Covid-19 related lockdown or till further orders, whichever is earlier.

No.ERTS(E)35/2020/26. - In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 36 of the Meghalaya Excise Act
(Assam Act of 1910 as adapted by Meghalaya), the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following
rules further to amend the Meghalaya Excise. Rules (Assam Excise Rules 1945 as adapted and amended by
Meghalaya), hereinafter referred to as the Principal Rules, namely,-

1. Short title and Commencement:
(1) These Rules may be called the Meghalaya Excise (Amendment) Rules, 2020.
(2) They shall come into force with effect from Midnight of 8" May, 2020.

2. Amendment of Rule 372 - In the Principal Rule, in Rule 372, in sub rule (1) (a) (i) for the words "The
MRP is derived by adding the ex-bond price, ad valorem, pass fee, VAT and the maximum percentage of
profit allowed for each brand", the words "The MRP is derived by adding the ex-bond price, ad valorem,
pass fee, literage fee, VAT, the maximum percentage of profit allowed for each brand and Retailer's
lifting fee prescribed under Rule 376" shall be substituted.

3.  Amendment of Rule 376 - In the Principal Rules, the existing rule 376 shall be substituted as follows,
namely,-

"376 - Imposition of Retailer's Lifting Fee :- A Retailer's lifting fee amounting to 25% of the retail price
of each bottle/can shall be charged per bottle/can, as a fee for lifting of IMFL/Beer/Wine etc. from the
Bonded Warehouses to the retail licenses. The fee shall be paid by the retail licenses to the Treasury
office of the District or Civil Sub-Division through the respective Excise office. One copy of the Treasury
Challan in support of payment of Retailer's Lifting fee shall be submitted to the District Excise Office or
Sub-Divisional Excise Office for issue of retail permit."

Explanation 1 : Retail Price for the purpose of this Rule shall mean ex-bond price, ad valorem, pass fee,
literage fee, VAT and the maximum percentage of profit allowed for each brand, all added together, as
notified by the government from time to time.

5. The Board Office shall ensure that the compensation amount is credited to the respective accounts of
the beneficiaries as early as possible.
