No.DC/L/V11/1/2018/3/696.- In pursuance of paragraph 11 of the Sixth Schedule to the Constitution
of India, the following Amendment Rules of the Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council is hereby
published for general information:-

THE KHASI HILLS AUTONOMOUS DISTRICT COUNCIL SERVICE (AMENDMENT)
RULES, 2018.

(Passed by the Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council on the 29" March, 2018)
(Received the approval of the Governor on 21* May, 2020)
(Published in the Gazette of Meghalaya on 4™ June, 2020)

PREAMBLE: Whereas it is necessary to further amend the Khasi Hills Autonomous District
Council Service Rules, 1961, as amended, (hereinafter referred to as the “‘Principal Rules’);

Now, therefore, the Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council, in exercise of the powers
conferred under sub-paragraph (7) read with sub-paragraph (6) (h) of Paragraph 2 of the Sixth
Schedule to the Constitution of India, is pleased to make the following amendments to the Principal
Rules, namely: -

1. Short Title, Application and Commencement:-

(1) These Rules shall be called the Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council Service
(Amendment) Rules, 2018.

(2) They shall apply to all Officers and Staff in the service of the Khasi Hills Autonomous
District Council.

(3) They shall come into force with effect from the date passed by the Council.
2. Amendment of Rule 13(b) of Chapter IV of the Principal Rules:-

Rule 13 (b) of Chapter 1V shall be deleted alongwith Note -1 and Note - 2.

3. After existing Rule 13(c), a new Rule 13 A shall be inserted as follows:-

“13 A. Adoption of leave for Council servants suffering from Tuberculosis,
Cancer or Leprosy.—

(1) Any Council servant suffering or suspected to be suffering from Tuberculosis, Cancer or
Leprosy should at first be sent to the nearest recognized institution for proper diagnosis
or treatment.

(2) If, after careful examination of the case, a Council servant is found to be ‘open’ one he
will be granted leave for 18 (eighteen) months by installments of four months on the
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recommendation of a recognized Medical Officer concerned. The leave for 18 (eighteen)
months as admissible, shall follow immediately after the earned leave admissible, at the
credit of the Council servant is fully exhausted. During the period of leave so granted or
thereafter but during such period of leave ordinarily granted to him under the leave rules
to which he is subject to, if Medical authority finds that there is no reasonable prospect of
his recovery, then he will be invalidated and proportionate pension, as prescribed by
Rules be sanctioned. If before the expiry of the maximum leave he is certified to have
become a “Closed” one, he will be allowed to resume his appointment subject to the
condition that the Council servant shall undergo periodical re-examination by a
recognized Medical Officer, and if necessary by a competent authority approved by the
Executive Committee, Khasi Hills Autonomous District Council.”

Note- The expression “Leave” in the case of a Council servant means leave salary equivalent
to what is admissible under these Rules.

Amendment of Rule 32 of Chapter VIII of the Principal Rules:-

For the figure “33” appearing in Rule 32, the figure “30” shall be substituted.

Amendment of Rule 33 of Chapter VIII of the Principal Rules:-

For the figure “33” appearing in sub-rule (2) of Rule 33, the figure “30” shall be

substituted.

Amendment of Rule 34 of Chapter V111 of the Principal Rules:-

For the figure “2,50,000” appearing in sub-rule (1) of Rule 34, the figure “7,00,000”

shall be substituted.

Amendment of Rule 36 of Chapter VIII of the Principal Rules:-

For the figure “20” appearing in sub-rule (1) of Rule 36, the figure “10” shall be

substituted.
