No.FOR.40/2016/165. - In partial modification of this Department's Notification No.FOR.113/98/Pt/Vol-11/3,
dated 18" February, 2019 and dated 2" May, 2019 and in exercise of powers conferred by sub-section(l) of
Section 4 of the Compensatory Afforestation Fund Act, 2016 (38 of 2018), the Government of Meghalaya
hereby establishes for the purpose of this Act, a special Fund referred to as State Compensatory
Afforestation Fund (SCAF) under interest bearing section of Public Account of the State of Meghalaya under
distinct "Minor Head 129-State Compensatory Afforestation Fund (SCAF)" below the Major Head "8121-

General and Other Reserve Funds".

The State Government further authorizes the Office of the Principal Accountant General (A&E), Meghalaya,

Shillong, to carry out the necessary adjustment to Government Accounts.

Accounting Procedure for the "State Compensatory Afforestation Fund” is annexed as Annexure - 'A'.

ANNEXURE-A
ACCOUNTING PROCEDURE FOR STATE COMPENSATORY AFFORESTATION FUND

Parliament has enacted an Act, 'The Compensatory Afforestation Fund Act, 2016 which received the assent of
the President on the 3™ August, 2016, and stands published in the Gazette of India.

2. ‘The Act provides for establishment of funds under the Public Account of India and the Public Account of
each State and crediting thereto the monies received from the user agencies towards compensatory
afforestation, additional compensatory afforestation, penal compensatory afforestation, net present value and
all other amounts recovered from such agencies under the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980; constitution of an
authority at national level and at each of the State and Union Territory Administration for administration of the
funds and to utilise the monies so collected for undertaking artificial regeneration (plantations), assisted
natural regeneration, protection of forests, forest related infrastructure development, Green India Programme,
wildlife protection and other related activities and for matters connected therewith or incidental thereto. The
State level authority will be called 'State Compensatory Afforestation Fund Management and Planning
Authority'

3. Section 4(1) of the Act, provides that with effect from such date as each State Government may, by
notification in the Official Gazette, appoint in this behalf, there shall be established a special Fund to be

called the 'State Compensatory Afforestation. Fund (name of state)'under Public Account of such state.
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Section 4(2) of the Act provides that the State Fund in each State shall be under the control of the State
Government of such state and managed by the 'State Compensatory Afforestation Fund Management and

Planning Authority’, in such manner as may be prescribed.

4. Consequent upon issue of Natification for establishment of respective 'State Compensatory Afforestation
Funds' by the concerned State Governments in terms of Section 4(1) of the Act, States share (90% of the
monies with adhoc Authority), shall be transferred to State Compensatory Afforestation Fund (SCAF) as per

the State share.

5. There shall be credited into the National Fund, by each State on yearly basis, ten percent of the funds
realised from the user agencies in respect of the forest land diverted in their favour, which have been credited

directly into the State Fund.
6. Detailed Accounting Entries:-

(a) Existing Money with Ad-hoc Authority: Existing monies with ad hoc Authority will in the first instance be
transferred to Government of India, who shall further forward the State share (90 %) to different State
Governments and Union Territories. The respective State Governments shall credit the amounts so received
from Government of India to '129-State Compensatory Afforestation Fund (SCAF)' below Major Head '8121-
General and other Reserve Funds'. While transferring share to respective States, Government of India will

provide activity wise breakup viz, compensatory afforestation, additional compensatory.

afforestation, penal compensatory afforestation, net present value, Protected Areas etc. All these activities will
appear in accounts of the State Governments at sub-head level below minor head '129-State Compensatory
Afforestation Fund (SCAF)' below Major Head '8121-General and other Reserve Funds'.

(b) Current Receipts of Compensatory Afforestation: The receipts relating to Compensatory Afforestation
which will be received by States and Union Territories in future from time to time from the User Agencies, will
be credited in the first instance under minor head '103-State Compensatory Afforestation Deposits' below
major head '8336-Civil Deposits'. Various activities viz, compensatory afforestation, additional compensatory
afforestation, penal compensatory afforestation, net present value, Protected Areas etc., will appear at sub-
head level below minor head '103-State Compensatory Afforestation Deposits'.

Thereafter, 90% of the receipts will be transferred to '129-State Compensatory Afforestation Fund (SCAF)'
below Major Head '8121-General and other Reserve Funds'.

Balance 10% remaining under 8336-Civil Deposits shall be transferred to the National Fund by the States.

(c) Expenditure from the Fund: Various activities (viz, compensatory afforestation, additional compensatory
afforestation, penal compensatory afforestation, net present value, Protected Areas etc.) for which money has
been received from User Agencies will be included in the Detailed Demand for Grants of the relevant
Department.

After due appropriation of funds and receipt of sanction of the Competent Authority the expenditure on
schemes (various activities as instanced above) to be financed from State Fund will be incurred by debit to the
relevant sub-major/minor heads below the Major Head 2406 as shown on next page:

7. The provision for various activities viz, compensatory afforestation, additional compensatory afforestation,
penal compensatory afforestation, net present value, Protected Areas etc., will be, as mentioned above,
provided through Budget (Demand for Grants, followed by appropriation act). Therefore, the expenditure will
be audited by Comptroller & Auditor General in terms of Section 13 of the CAG's DPC Act, like any other
expenditure from the Consolidated Fund of the State.

8. Accountant General (A&E) will monitor and ensure that 90 % of current receipts under State
Compensatory Afforestation Deposits are promptly transferred to State Compensatory Afforestation Fund
(SCAF) and remaining 10 % to Central Government. Since the expenditure on various afforestation activities
is to be met from the State Compensatory Afforestation Fund (SCAF), Accountant General will ensure that
necessary adjustments are carried out in accounts by debiting the amount of said expenditure to SCAF with
contra entry (Deduct debit entry) under 2406-Forestry & Wild Life.
