1. PERIOD OF

2. PAY During the period of deputation, the Officer will be entitled to draw his own 
pay scale as drawn from the MeECL plus deputation (Duty) allowance at the 
rates as admissible under the rules. 

3. DAILY ALLOWANCE 
ETC. 

The Officer will be entitled to the dearness allowance under the rules as 
prescribed by the State Government from time to time. 

4. JOINING TIME 
TA/DA 

The Officer will be entitled to joining time and TA/DA both on joining the post 
of deputation and on reversion there-from to his parent organisation under 
the rules of the Foreign Employer. The expenditure for the purpose will be 
borne by the Foreign Employer, TA/DA for journeys performed on tour in 
connection with the work of the Foreign Employer will be paid by and under 
the rules of the Foreign Employer.

7. MEDICAL 
FACILITIES 

The Foreign Employer will provide the medical facilities not inferior to those 
which the Officer would have enjoyed in his parent organisation but for his 
deputation.

NNo.POWER-1145/90/Pt-I/7661.- Whereas it is considerred expedientt to give ex-grratia relief to victims of eleectrical 
aaccidents for loss of life, looss of limb(s)), or injuries ccausing permmanent disabil ity, property, animals and  other 
loosses not coovered by thhe Workmen Compensati on Act, 19233 (Act No. VVIII of 1923)), the Governnor of 
MMeghalaya is pleased to oorder that thee Meghalaya Energy Corpporation Limiteed shall pay ex-gratia graants to 
the extent andd under the coonditions as mmentioned heerein below:-
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3. 	 Ex-gratia payment for items (1) to (3) not exceeding the amount specified, shall depend on the extent of 
the damage caused and shall be made within 30 (thirty) days from the date of receipt of the inquiry 
report, either to the next of kin of the deceased or to the victim or owner of the property including live 
stock, as the case may be. 

4. 	 No payment of the grant shall be admissible if a person is killed or injured by his own act while 
attempting to steal or tamper with any electrical installation or conductors or other materials. 

5.	 Payment of ex-gratia relief under these orders will not affect the right of the victims to take recourse to 
other means under the law to obtain compensation for the loss of life, property or injuries. 

6. 	Payment of ex-gratia relief under this order shall be applicable only to those electrical accidents which 
occur alter the date of publication of this notification in the Official Gazette.
