No.PDS.53/2014/818. - The Governor of Meghalaya, is pleased to notify the "Charter of Prisoners' Rights" in
 
the State of Meghalaya, which will come into force from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette. 


CHARTER OF PRISONERS' RIGHTS 

Introduction:- Article 21 of the Constitution provides that "No person shall be deprived of his life or personal 
liberty except according to procedure established by law." 

A person kept under custody in Jail or Prison an inmate having been legally deprived of his liberty, is entitled to 
certain rights while in custody.  

These rights are laid down as follows: 

a. 	 Right to freedom of religion -The Prison authority must provide opportunity for them to practise their faith. 

b. 	 Right to approach the Court and right to Legal Aid for those who cannot afford to avail the benefit of 
personal lawyers. 

c.	 Right to family visits once a week for at least 15 (fifteen) minutes. Convicted prisoners have a right to visits 
of 1 (one) hour in a month by 2 (two) visitors. 

d. 	 Right to vote but not while on parole. 

e. 	 Right to be free from sexual crimes. 

f.	 Right to be free from racial discrimination or any kind of discrimination on grounds of gender, colour, 
language or religion. 

g. 	 Right to express complaints. 

h. 	 Right to be free from inhumane treatment or anything that could be considered "Cruel and Unusual 
punishment". Any punishment that is considered inhumane treatment or a violation of a person's basic 
dignity might be considered a cruel and unusual punishment. 

i. 	 Right to receive physical and mental health care and access to health services. 

j. 	 Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 - Inmates with disabilities are entitled to certain reasonable 
accommodation under this Act. This ensures that disabled prisoners receive the same access and facilities 
as those who are not disabled. 

k.	 Right to work up to 12 (twelve) hours in the Jail Industry and to claim minimum wages for the same. 

l.	 Right to recreation including watch T. V. in their cells, provided they maintain good behaviour. 

m. Right to communicate with family members and loved ones through letters under supervision by the Prison 
authorities and receiving letters from them. 

n. 	 Right to communicate with their family members and loved ones through the official phone on payment of 
the minimum amount stipulated by the Authority. 

o. Right to use the Internet to communicate with the outside world under the supervision of the authority. The 
Prison authorities can open incoming mail, emails and screen outgoing communication to ensure that they 
do not contain any messages that could interfere with the facility's objectives. 

p. 	 Right to equality before the law and fair treatment.
