The Components of the relief package are detailed as under -

1. Component. 1 - Facilitating SHISHU Component of MUDRA Loans (Loans up to ¥ 50,000) to Individuals
without Access to Credit (New Borrowers)

1.1.  Objective
a. To Facilitate Access to Credit to small enterprises.
b. To provide a grant of 20% of the loan amount for new loans up to ¥ 50,000/-.
c. Toincrease the ease of accessing bank loans by creating a digital platform.
1.2. Eligibility

a. All enterprises/ entrepreneurs located in the State of Meghalaya and run by residents of
Meghalaya.

1.3.  Application Process

a. Applicants can apply online by logging into https://megha-prime.com

b. Once the loan application is approved by the banks, the special grant of 20% of the loan
amount will be deposited to the bank account of the applicant.

c. The Grant Component of the loan is applicable for new loan applications till 31st March,
2021.

2. Component 2 - A One-Time Grant for Individuals with Access to Credit (Existing Borrowers)

2.1.  Objective

a. To provide relief to existing small enterprises/ entrepreneurs who have loans from the
banks.

the Meghalaya Farmers' (Empowerment) Commission Act, 2019 (Meghalaya Act No. 22 of 2019), the

Government of Meghalaya hereby makes the following rules namely:-

1.

Short title, extent and commencement. - (1) These Rules may be called the Meghalaya Farmers'
(Empowerment) Commission (Salaries, Allowances and Other Terms and Conditions of the Chairperson)
Rules, 2020.

(2) They shall come into force with effect from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
Definitions.- (1) In these Rules, unless the context otherwise requires:-

(@) "Act" means the Meghalaya Farmers' (Empowerment) Commission Act, 2019;

(b) "Chairperson" means the Chairperson of the Meghalaya Farmers' (Empowerment) Commission;

(c) "Commission" means the Meghalaya Farmers' (Empowerment) Commission constituted under
Section 3 of the Act;

(d) "Rules" means the Meghalaya Farmers' (Empowerment) Commission (Salaries, Allowances and

Other Terms and Conditions of the Chairperson) Rules, 2020;
(e) "Year" means a Calendar Year; and

(2) All other words and expressions used and not defined in these Rules but defined in the Act shall

have the meanings respectively assigned to them in the Act.

Location of the Commission - The Commission shall be located at the Headquarter of the State at

Shillong.

Terms and conditions of the engagement of the Chairperson.- The Chairperson shall be appointed

from amongst persons,-

(1) who are or have been member(s) of the All India Services or any other Group-A Civil Services of the
Union or State or holding a Group-A Civil Post under the Union or State having knowledge and
experience in matters relating to agriculture, farmers' welfare, policy making and administration in the

field of agriculture, farmers' welfare or any allied field; or

(2) of eminence in public life with wide knowledge and experience in agriculture, farmers' welfare, policy

formulation in the field of agriculture, farmers' welfare or any allied field; or
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(3) who have a proven record of work relating to the improvement of agriculture and farmers' welfare or

any allied field.

5. Monthly Remuneration and other allowances of the Chairperson of the Commission,- The monthly

remuneration and other allowances of the Chairperson of the Commission shall be as follows, -

(1) In case the Chairperson is a retired government employee, he or she shall be paid monthly

remuneration equal to the last pay drawn minus pension plus dearness allowance;

(2) In other cases, Chairperson shall be paid monthly remuneration at the rate to be notified by the State

Government under these rules;

(3) In case the Chairperson is a retired government employee, he/she shall be entitled to travelling and

other allowances on official tour at the same rate as admissible to the Chief Secretary of the State;

(4) In other cases, the Chairperson shall be paid allowance at the rate as notified by the State

Government under these rules.
6. Leave.-

The Chairperson shall be entitled to such leave as admissible to Chief Secretary to Government of

Meghalaya under any law for the time being in force.
7. Leave Sanctioning Authority.-

The Governor shall be the authority competent to grant or refuse leave or to revoke or curtail leave

granted to the Chairperson.

8. Residuary Provisions.- The conditions of service of the Chairperson for which no express provision is

made in these rules shall be notified by the State Government, under these rules.

9. Saving Clause.- Any action done by the State Government under the Act prior to commencement of

these rules shall be deemed to have been taken under the corresponding provisions of these rules.
