No.FIF.12/2009/Pt-1/116. -  One of the main indicators of the flow of credit in the State is the Credit-Deposit 
(CD) ratio. On an average, the CD ratio in Meghalaya, has been around 35% for the last decade. The CD ratio 
as on 30th June, 2020, is 43.42%. However, this is way below the national norm of 60% and All India average 
of 73.1%. There are many banks with very low CD ratio that is less than 20%. This is alarming because it is an 
indicator of a bank's unhealthy performance. 

Therefore, taking cognizance of this persistent issue that has been prevailing over the years, all Government 
Departments are to ensure that they do not deposit Government funds with banks whose CD ratio is less than 
20%. The list of such banks is highlighted below. However, this list will be updated quarterly by SLBC 
convener / coordinator in the SLBC website (http://onlineslbcne.nic.in).

No.CDD.25/2020/24. - The Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to notify reservation for female members of 
VECs to hold executive positions at the level of Chairperson and Secretary under the objective, terms and 
conditions listed below so as to encourage leadership skills and fostering an environment for active 
participation in decision making by women at the grassroots level.  

Objectives: 

The primary objective of State Government with regards to rural development has always been to strengthen 
rural economies with a larger objective of bringing in women's participation and increasing their roles in rural 
development activities, livelihood and health. This has assumed deep significance over the years with events, 
situations and incidents that have caused tremendous stress on the social and economic lives of the people. 
The COVID-19 pandemic is the most recent occurrence that serve as a reminder on the importance of equal 
and balance representation from among all members of the community in leadership-centric programmes and 
processes formulated to revive the flagging society. 

Therefore, the reservation policy aims at developing opportunities for women to be directly involved in 
decisions that impact their lives starting with equal representation in localized agencies / organizations / 
associations / groups / missions / institutions that are created by Government in these domains. In this 
instance, it is the VECs of the State Community & Rural Development.  

Terms and Conditions: 

1. With effect from the year 2020, whenever elections to the post of Secretary, VEC is scheduled to be held 
in   any village, full reservation of 100% shall be kept exclusively for women members. 

The reservation is roll-out on rotational basis. Therefore, on completion of 3 (Three) years term, election 
to the post of Secretary shall be opened to both male and female candidates of the VEC. However, 
reservation shall not apply to VECs where the post of Secretary is already held by a female member. 

2. The conditions of reservation at point 1 above will also extend to the post of Chairperson, VEC but it shall 
not apply to VECs where the post of Chairman is held by Traditional Head or the Chairperson of the VEC 
is already held by a female member. 

3. In this set-up, the additional criteria for eligibility to contest and hold the post of Chairman / Chairperson 
and Secretary of the VEC shall also include the following:- 

(i)   The candidate shall be an ordinarily resident of the village where the particular VEC is located. 

(ii)  The contestant shall be above 18 years of age. 

(iii)  The candidate shall be an active member of the VEC. For women members, the candidate shall 
also be an active member of the Local SHGs. 

(iv)  It is important for the candidate to possess basic reading and writing skills preferably with a formal 
educational background. 
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(v) The candidate shall have unblemished character and antecedents, free from allegations of 

misappropriation of funds of the VEC at any point of time and should not be involved in any 
criminal activity. If such cases are initiated or pending against the person, it will be grounds for 
disqualification from contesting to hold the executive posts of the VEC. 

(Vi)  The contestant shall not be associated with any political party or be influence by any political 
ideology. 

(vii)  Before assuming charge, it shall be compulsory for the elected candidate to undergo orientation 
training. A standard training module will be prepared by SRES together with MSRLS. The 
programme will also include exposure visits followed by periodical refresher courses on a half 
yearly basis to also take place. The objectives of the trainings will focus on building leadership 
capacities and MOTHER Programme of Government in Health & F.W. Department and Social 
Welfare Department shall be integrated as an important topic of the trainings.
