Kharwanlang, Principal, Meghalaya State Fisheries 
Research & Training Institute (MSFR&TI), Mawpun is 
under Fundamental Rule 90 of the Meghalaya 
Fundamental Rules and Subsidiary Rules, 1984, 
granted earned leave on private affairs for a period of 11 
(eleven) days with effect from 26th October, 2020 to 
5th November, 2020. 

The Officer would have continued to hold the post 
but for his proceeding on leave and there is every 
likelihood of his returning to the same post on expiry of 
the leave.
