CABINET MEMORANDUM

(To be circulated under Rule 17 of the Rules of Executive Business)

Sub:- Approval of the draft “Meghalaya Procurement Preference Policy for Micro and Small

Enterprises, 20......

The Government of India has enacted the Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises Development Act, 2006
(MSMED Act, 2006) for facilitating the promotion and development and enhancing the competitiveness of
Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises, Section 11 of the Act states that for facilitating promotion and
development of micro and small enterprises, the Central Government or the State Government may, by
order notify from time to time, preference policies in respect of procurement of goods and services,
produced and provided by micro and small enterprises, by its Ministries or departments, as the case may
be, or its aided institutions and public sector enterprises.

The Govt. of India in pursuance of the provisions under section 11 of the Act has enacted the "Public
Procurement (Preference to Make in India), Order 2017" specifying therein the margin of purchase
preference of 20% and is applicable for all Central Ministries/Departments/CPSUs.

Copy of the Order is placed as Annexure-l.

The Meghalaya Preferential Stores Purchase Rules, 1990 specifying a price preference of 10% to units
registered with the Industries Deptt. has become outdated and is not compatible with the provisions of
the Micro Small and Medium Enterprise (MSME) Development Act, 2006.

Copy of the Rules is placed as Annexure-Il.

For facilitating promotion and development of Micro and Small Enterprises, the State Government felt the
need to notify preference policy in respect of procurement of goods and services, produced and provided
by Micro and Small Enterprises, by its Departments, State Public Sector Enterprises and its aided
Institutions in the State of Meghalaya.

Draft Policy has accordingly been prepared and is annexed as Annexure-IIl.
Salient features of the draft Policy are:

All administrative Departments/Agencies under the control of State Government, Heads of Department
and offices subordinate to them, Boards, Corporations, Govt. undertakings, Development Authorities,
Municipalities, Co-operative Bodies and Insulations aided by the State Govt. and companies where
Government share is 50% or more, will ensure procurement of minimum of 25% of total annual purchase
of products produced and services rendered by MSEs of Meghalaya.

Units intending to avail the benefits under the Policy needs to be registered with the Directorate of
Commerce & Industries. For registration, the following conditions should be fulfilled:

The manufacturing or service unit is located within the State of Meghalaya. Enterprise must be engaging
in production or rendering service including enterprises registered on the State's Government online
portals engaging either in production or service or value addition activities.

The Head office or Corporate office or Registered office of such registered unit/company/enterprises is
within the territorial jurisdiction of Meghalaya.

MSE shall employ at least 60% local tribals.

Seller or traders or enterprise engaged in business activity are not eligible for registration.

Benefits to registered units:

Entitled for price preference upto 20% over the L1 (lowest quoted price by a valid bidder participating in
tender) price if L1 happens to be Non-registered industry/supplier under this Policy. In case more than
one such unit qualifies for price preference, then the lowest quoted rate by the MSE registered under the
Policy will be considered and supply order shall be given to such enterprise. Such preferential
procurement will be restricted to 25% of the tender value (if that can be segregated) and the rest 75% of
the tender value will be allowed to L1. However, for the rest 75%, preference shall be given to lowest
quoted rate by the registered MSE unit(s) if willing to supply at the L1 rate.

No minimum turnover requirement for participating in procurement process.
Exempted for payment of earnest money.
Entitled to tender sets free of cost.

For monitoring of implementation, evaluation and mid-course correction, wherever necessary of the
Policy, a Review Committee to be headed by the Additional Chief Secretary/Principal Secretary/
Commissioner & Secretary, Commerce & Industries Department, Government of Meghalaya shall be
constituted with members from line Departments.

Views of Law Department:

"The Draft Meghalaya Procurement Preference Policy for Micro and Small Enterprises, 20...... slightly
corrected is in order and placed at Flag 'A' below with the following observations:

"However, with regard to Annexure 'D', since there is no reference made to any Clauses of the aforesaid
Policy, you are advised to incorporate relevant Clauses as done in the other Annexure and also seek the
views of the Finance Department."

The Draft Meghalaya Procurement Preference Policy for Micro and Small Enterprises has been duly
corrected as per the observation of Law Department above.

Views of Finance Department:

Finance (E) Department agrees to concur the proposed Policy subject to the following modification/
correction proposed below:

"Under "Para 8 Preference"” of the proposed Policy, it is not clear what will the proposed policy if
Foreign Companies enter into a Joint Venture with our State Micro & Small Enterprises to Participate in
Government Tenders. The same may perhaps be clearly incorporates therein".

The Draft Meghalaya Procurement Preference Policy for Micro and Small Enterprises has been duly
corrected as per the observation of Finance Department above.

Views of Planning Department:

Meghalaya Procurement Preference Policy
for Micro and Small Enterprises, 2020

Intruduction:

The Government of India has enacted the Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises Development Act, 2006
(MSMED Act, 2006) for facilitating the promotion and development and enhancing the competitiveness of
Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises.

Whereas it has become expedient and necessary to encourage growth of enterprises in the State of
Meghalaya and promotion, development and enhancement of competitiveness thereof especially for micro
and small enterprises.

And whereas, the Public Procurement Policy rests upon core principles of competitiveness, adhering to sound
procurement practices and execution of orders for supply of goods or services in accordance with a system
which is fair, equitable, transparent, competitive and cost effective.

And whereas, for facilitating promotion and development of micro and small enterprises, the State
Government, as the case may be, by order notify from time to time, preference policies in respect of
procurement of goods and services, produced and provided by micro and small enterprises, by its
Departments, State Public Sector Enterprises and its aided Institutions in the State of Meghalaya.

The Governor of Meghalaya, by order, is therefore pleased to notify the Meghalaya Procurement Preference
Policy for Micro and Small Enterprises, 2020 (hereinafter referred to as the Policy) in respect of procurement
of goods and services produced and provided by micro and small enterprises, by its Departments, State
Public Sector Undertakings and its aided institutions.

1.  Short title, extent and commencement:

(i) The Policy may be called "Meghalaya Procurement Preference Policy for Micro and Small
Enterprises, 2020".

(i) The Policy shall come into effect from the date of its notification in the official gazette.
(iii) It shall extend to the whole State of Meghalaya.
2. Policy Period:

The Meghalaya Procurement Preference Policy for Micro and Small Enterprises, 2020 will remain in
operation for a period of ten years from the financial year of its notification or till such time the State
Government may deem fit and proper.

3. Legal Frameworks:

The legal framework of the policy is based on the provisions of Section 11 (under Chapter 1V) of Micro,
Small and Medium Enterprises Development Act, 2006. Section 11 (under Chapter IV) of MSME
Development Act, 2006 empowers the State Government to resort to preferential procurement vis-a-vis
the principles of the public procurement and Fiscal Responsibility and Budget Management Act and other
extant rules/guidelines.

4. Objectives:

(i) To facilitate growth of micro and small enterprises, to provide opportunity to local entrepreneurial
talents and to maximize avenues for employment generation.

(i)  Increased participation by micro and small enterprises in the State Government Stores Purchase
programme.
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(iii)

Enhancement of competitiveness amongst the micro and small enterprises through sound, fair and
transparent practices.

Increased share of supplies of micro and small enterprises to State Government Departments and
its aided institutions and State Public Sector Enterprises.

Development of micro and small enterprises vendor in rural areas and enhancing participations of
micro and small enterprises.

The Meghalaya Procurement Preference Policy for Micro and Small Enterprises, 2020 aims at
promoting and developing Micro and Small Enterprises (MSEs) of the State by giving preference in
purchase of its products and services in comparison with the units located outside the State,
without compromising quality, competitiveness and cost effectiveness.

Definition:

In this Policy, unless the context otherwise requires:

(a)
(b)

"Central Government" means the Government of India.

“EM Part-Il" means Entrepreneur Memorandum Part-ll as prescribed under section 8 of the Micro,
Small and Medium Enterprises Development Act, 2006. This is a prescribed format required to be
submitted by entrepreneurs to District Commerce & Industries Centre once enterprise starts
production.

"enterprise" means an industrial undertaking or any other establishment in MSE category, by
whatever name called, engaged in the manufacture or production of goods having its
manufacturing unit in the State of Meghalaya or engaged in providing or rendering of any service
or services but excluding establishment which is purely business in nature or engaged in trading.

"Governor" means the Governor of Meghalaya.
"L1" means the lowest quoted price by a valid bidder participating in tender.

"local tribal" means local populace either Khasi/Garo/Jaintia/any other ST recognized by the
Government of Meghalaya and residing in the State of Meghalaya.

"MSE" means Micro and Small Enterprises located within the territorial jurisdiction of Meghalaya.

"micro enterprises" carries the definition as given in "Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises
Development Act, 2006".

"small enterprises" carries the definition as given in "Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises
Development Act, 2006".

"State" means the State of Meghalaya.
"State Government" means the Government of Meghalaya.

"UAM" means Udyog Aadhaar Memorandum as notified by the Ministry of Micro, Small & Medium
Enterprises vide Gazette Notification No. S.0. 85(E) dated 10" January, 2017 in exercise of the
power conferred under sub-section (2) of Section 8 of the Micro Small and Medium Enterprises
Development Act 2006.

Mandatory Procurement from Micro and Small Enterprises:

U]

All administrative Departments or Agencies under the control of State Government, Heads of
Department and offices subordinate to them, Boards, Corporations, Government undertakings,
Development Authorities, Municipalities, Co-operative Bodies and Institutions aided by the State
Government and companies where Government share is 50 percent or more, will ensure
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procurement of minimum of 25 percent of total annual purchase of products produced and services
rendered by MSEs of Meghalaya. They shall set an annual goal of procurement from MSEs from
the financial year 2020-21 and onwards, with the objective of trying to achieve overall procurement
of minimum 25 percent of total annual purchases of products and services rendered by Micro and
Small Enterprises within a period of one year from the year of notification of this Policy.

(i)  After a period of one year, overall procurement goal of minimum of 25 percent shall be made
mandatory.

(i)  In case there are no suppliers in the MSE Sector of the State who have the capacity to supply
required items, Departments or organizations may procure from the open market through
stipulated processes.

(iv) The State Government Departments and agencies under its control which fail to meet the annual
goal shall substantiate with reasons their inability to comply, to the Review Committee constituted
under clause 16 of this Policy.

Registration for getting preference under the Policy:

MSE who has obtained an EM Part-1l under Section 8 of the Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises Act,
2006 or UAM under Gazette Notification No. S.O. 85(E) dated 10" January, 2017 or Udyam Registration
notified by the Ministry of Micro, Small & Medium Enterprises, shall be eligible for registration under the
Policy. Registration shall be valid for 3 (three) years and will be reviewed and renewed after every 3
(three) years by verifying continuous commercial and technical competence of the registered Micro and
Small Enterprises. The Director of Commerce & Industries will issue Registration Certificate under the
Policy.

Such units shall be called enterprises registered under the Procurement Preference Policy (PPP) and
when such units supply or intend to supply goods or render services to State Government offices or
State Corporations or State PSUs etc., they shall be called suppliers.

Such certificate issued by the Director of Commerce & Industries will clearly indicate name of the MSE,
name of owner(s) of MSE, name of street, town/village, email address, phone number, items for which
registered, capacity of production and sales turn over as per balance sheet of previous years. The
certificate should also include dates of issuance and validity period.

Preference:

(i) MSEs registered under the Policy will be entitled for price preference upto 20 percent over the L1
price if L1 happens, to be non-registered industry or supplier under this Policy. In case more than
one such unit qualifies for price preference, then the lowest quoted rate by the MSE registered
under the Policy will be considered and supply order shall be given to such enterprise. However,
such preferential procurement will be restricted to 25 percent of the tender value (if that can be
segregated) and the rest 75 percent of the tender value will be allowed to L1. However, for the rest
75 percent, preference shall be given to lowest quoted rate by the registered MSE unit(s) if willing
to supply at the L1 rate. lllustration is at Annexure-A.

(i) In case of turnkey projects executed by any Departments of the State Government, goods
manufactured in the State shall be given preference.

(i) The State Government Departments and its Agencies or aided Institutions under their control will
have to procure their 25 percent requirement of the items or services exclusively from local MSEs
for the items by inviting limited competitive quotations or tenders or open tender or e-tender as the
case may be, from such local MSEs only.

(iv)  Micro and Small Enterprise having a joint venture with Foreign Companies will also be eligible for
the benefits under this Policy provided such joint venture is permitted by the State or Central
Government as applicable.

lllustrative list of items for 25 percent (minimum) purchase from MSEs is at Annexure-B.
Tendering & Procurement.

(i) All purchases above ¥ 20.00 lakh (Rupees twenty lakh) from the MSEs should be done by
e-TENDER under this policy by the respective departments or agencies. Purchases for
% 20,000.00 and upto ¥ 20.00 lakh shall be done by open tender. Purchases above % 5,000.00 and
upto ¥ 20,000.00 shall be done by limited competitive quotations or tenders. Purchases upto
% 5,000.00 shall be exempted.

(i) from tender system but procurement shall be made from MSEs only. However, it shall be ensured
by procuring entities that procurement is not split for the purpose of avoiding the provisions of this
Policy.

(iii)  There shall not be any minimum turnover requirement for registered MSEs for participating in
procurement process under this Policy.

(iv) Registered MSEs are exempted for payment of earnest money under this Policy.

(v) Registered MSEs are entitled to tender sets free of cost under this Policy.

Payment:

(i) Payment for purchase would be made by the purchasing department directly to the supplier.

(ii) The MSE or other enterprise and unit must have complied with all statutory and legal formalities
of concerned regulators/Act.

(i)  The MSE unit availing preferential treatment will give an undertaking that it fulfills the eligibility
criteria under items (a) to (f) of sub-clause (v) of clause 14 including a categorical statement that
the products or services being supplied to the Government Departments or its agencies has been
manufactured or created by the unit located in Meghalaya only, giving details of batch number or
date or any other identifiable tag (GSI etc.) as per prevalent established practice.

Quality:

Quality of the items shall be as per purchaser's specification. Quality certification may be obtained from
the Quality Control Laboratories under Central or State Government authorized institutions or agency.

Annual Plan for Procurement from Micro and Small Enterprises:

The State Government Department or State PSU or State Government aided institutions shall prepare
Annual Procurement Plan for purchases within 30" June every year and upload the same on their official
website and also submit the same to the Director of Commerce & Industries to upload on the
departmental Annual Procurement Plan in the Department's website so that Micro and Small Enterprises
may get advance information about requirement of procurement.

Applicability and compliance:

The Meghalaya Procurement Preference Policy for Micro and Small Enterprises, 2020 shall be
applicable to such registered micro and small units (MSEs as defined from time to time under MSME Act
2006 of Government of India and other units or enterprises of the state and which fulfills the eligibility
criteria at clause 14(v) of this Policy.

Procedure for registration of MSEs with the Directorate of Commerce & Industries:

(i) MSE units intending to avail the benefits under the policy shall apply in prescribed form (Annexure-C)
to the concerned District Commerce & Industries Centre (DC & IC) after commencement of
commercial production or operation along with application fee of ¥ 500.00 which may be revised from
time to time.

(ii) Application submitted by MSE shall be scrutinized by the DC & IC concerned and their official(s)
shall also carry out physical verification of the industrial unit to ensure its physical existence as well
as fulfillment of eligibility criteria before forwarding its recommendation to the Directorate of
Commerce & Industries for further consideration. Format for verification of local tribal employees is at
Annexure-D.

(iii) Director of Commerce & Industries shall be the competent authority to issue the registration
certificate as per Annexure-E on recommendation of DC & IC concerned and on fulfilment of
eligibility criteria.

(iv) Registration should not be recommended by the DC & IC on the basis of incomplete information or
documents.

(v) The following are the eligibility criteria for MSE units:

(a) The manufacturing or service unit is located within the State of Meghalaya. Enterprise must be
engaging in production or rendering service including enterprises registered on all State's
Government online portals engaging either in production or service or value addition activities.

(b) The Head office or Corporate office or Registered office of such registered unit or company or
enterprises is within the territorial jurisdiction of Meghalaya.

(c) MSE shall employ at least 60 percent local tribals.

(d) MSE must have been cleared by Single Window Agency, if applicable.

(e) MSE must be existing and functioning.

(f) MSE must have EM Part-Il or UAM or Udyam Registration.

(g) Seller or traders or enterprise engaged in business activity are not eligible for registration.
Nodal Agency:

(i) The Directorate of Commerce & Industries will be the Nodal Agency for implementation of the
provisions of this Policy and issue of detailed guidelines thereof.

(ii) Director of Commerce & Industries or nominee will be a member of the purchase committee
constituted at levels above the District level and General Manager, District Commerce & Industries
Centre or representative will be a member of purchase committee constituted at District level or
below in State Government Departments and Agencies under the control of State Government.

(iii) Director of Commerce & Industries or representative shall have authority by Notification to access to
tender papers, purchase documents etc. to ascertain whether there has been any contravention in
the implementation of the Policy.

(iv) Director of Commerce & Industries will have the power to obtain samples and test the quality of
products of local micro and small enterprises from time to time and shall have power to recommend
for de-registration of industries or enterprises to the Review Committee for supplying products not
conforming to prescribed quality and specifications or for trading in the store items instead of
manufacturing.

(v) Director of Commerce & Industries shall have authority for finding resolution of grievance or dispute
of MSEs and recommend to the Review Committee for consideration and redressal of grievances in
respect of this Policy.

Review Committee:

(i) A Review Committee headed by the Additional Chief Secretary/Principal Secretary/Commissioner &
Secretary, Commerce & Industries Department, Government of Meghalaya shall be constituted by
Notification with members from line Departments under this Policy for monitoring of implementation,
evaluation and mid-course correction, wherever necessary. The Commerce & Industries Department
will notify the Committee along with terms of reference.

(i) The Committee shall consider request of Government Departments and Agencies under the control
of State Government for exemption from 25 percent target on a case-to-case basis and monitor
achievement under this Policy.

(i) The Committee shall enforce the implementation of Mandatory Procurement from MSEs to achieve
overall procurement goal of minimum of 25 percent.

(iv) The Committee may assess issues, if any, where it is felt that the manner of implementation of the
Policy results in any restrictive practices, cartelization or increase in public expenditure and take
necessary remedial measures.

(v) The Committee may consider any other issues which may arise, relating to this Policy.

(vi) The chairman of the Committee may co-opt technical experts as relevant to any issue or class of
issues under its consideration.

General Terms and Conditions:

(i) Any difficulties experienced during the course of implementation of this Policy and doubts or
clarification relating to interpretation of any term shall be referred to and clarified by the Government
of Meghalaya in the Commerce & Industries Department. The decision of the Commerce &
Industries Department shall be final and binding on all concerned.

(i) The State Government may at any time amend any provision of this policy in public interest either to
enlarge or reduce the scope of its operation.

(i) Implementation of this Policy will be subject to issue of Operational Guidelines or statutory
Notifications, wherever necessary.

Transitional provision:

This Policy shall not apply to any tender or procurement for which notice inviting tender or other form of
procurement solicitation has been issued before notification of this Policy.

ORDER

published in the extra-ordinary issue of the Meghalaya Gazette and copies of the Resolution be forwarded to
all Departments/all Head of Departments.

MSEs registered under the policy have quoted rates as below:
Unit A : ¥ 120.00 per unit
UnitB :% 117.00 per unit
Unit C : ¥ 115.00 per unit (Lowest)
And Non-registered industries/suppliers have quoted rates as below:
Unit X :% 100.00 per unit (L1)
UnitY :¥102.00 per unit
Unit Z : ¥ 105.00 per unit
L1+ 20 % =%120.00

Though MSEs "A", "B", & "C" fall in the preferential range of 20%, rate quoted by "C" being
lowest in the category will qualify for supply of 25% of the supply order and "X" will get 75
percent of the supply order. However, if "C" accepts to supply at the L1 rate, preference
will be given to him for the rest 75 percent of the supply/service.

Now, supposing the volume of supply order is 200 tables, then "C" will supply 50 (i.e. 25
percent) tables @ % 115.00 per table and "X" will supply 150 tables (i.e. 75 percent) @ X 100.00
per table. "C" will be given preference to supply the rest 75 percent provided the rate of
% 100.00 per table is acceptable to him.
