No.ERTS (E) 83/2020/44. - In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 36 of the Meghalaya Excise Act
(Assam Act of 1910) as adapted by Meghalaya, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following
rules further to amend the Meghalaya Excise Rules (Assam Excise Rules, 1945 as adapted and amended by
Meghalaya), hereinafter referred to as the principal rules, namely:-

1. Short title and Commencement (1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Excise
(Amendment) Rules, 2021.

(2) They shall come into force with immediate effect.

2. Amendment of Rule 245: In the principal rules, for the existing rule 245 the following shall be substituted,
namely:-

“245. Additional fees for retail foreign ‘ON’ Licenses: A surcharge of 50 percent over the import pass fee
levied against the items mentioned in Table II-A below, shall be charged from the holder of a license for the
retail sale of foreign liquor on the premises, including Hotels, Restaurants, Bars, Clubs, Dak Bungalows and
Airport Retail ‘ON’ License, in addition to the annual license fee.

The fee prescribed in the above table shall be payable by the 15" of the month following the month to
which the sales relate”.

Insertion of new rule 279 A.- In the principal rules, after the existing rule 279 the following new rule 279 A
shall be inserted namely:-

“279(A)- Airport Retail ‘ON’ and ‘OFF’ licenses: ‘ON’ licenses for consumption of foreign liquor at the Bar
with Restaurant facility in the arrival or departure hall of the Airport shall be granted by the Deputy
Commissioner with previous sanction of the State Government. A separate ‘OFF’ license for the privilege of
selling foreign liquor in the arrival or departure hall of the Airport for consumption off the Airport premises
shall be granted by the Deputy Commissioner with previous sanction of the State Government. Timing for
the opening and closing of the licenses shall be notified by the Deputy Commissioner on written
communication from Airport Authority of India. The application forwarded and duly recommended by the
Airport Authority of India would be considered for granting Airport Retail ‘ON’ and ‘OFF’ licenses. The
annual fee for ‘ON’ licenses shall be at the rate of Star Category Bar and for ‘OFF’ license at the rate of
IMFL ‘OFF’ licenses as prescribed under rules 244 and 245 of these rules.”

No physical/manual application shall be required by the concerned authority in addition to online
application.

Documents submitted on the said portal shall be sufficient. Certificate(s) downloaded from Official
websites/portals of various Central/State Ministries/Departments/Agencies shall be accepted as valid.
Physically signed/stamped certificate(s) shall not be required.

There shall be no physical touch points between the applicant and Department from the time of
application process till the final decision except in cases where inspection/site visit is required under the
concerned Act/Rules or for verification of original documents.

This notification shall come into effect from immediate effect.

- WHEREAS Ease of Doing Business is a priority of the Government of Meghalaya,
in consonance with the Business Reform Action Plan of the Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal
Trade, Ministry of Commerce & Industry, Government of India;

WHEREAS there is a need to simplify business regulations and ease of compliance of labour laws, and bring in
transparency and accountability in the registration and renewals of factory licenses for factories
occupiers/owners, to create a conducive environment for business investors and entrepreneurs in the State;

NOW, THEREFORE, the State Government has decided to introduce an online-based auto-renewal system in
the Office of the Chief Inspector of Boilers and Factories, Meghalaya; without the requirements for physical
visits and submission of hard copies and to eliminate the hassles of physical visits for periodic renewals of
factories licenses.

After careful examination of the matter, the Government of Meghalaya hereby decides to implement the
process and switch over to the system of auto-renewal with regards to Renewal of Factories Licenses under
The Factories Act, 1948 and the Meghalaya Factories Rules, 1980.

Under the Auto-renewal system; automatic and non-discretionary renewal license shall be issued after online
payment of required renewal license fee, along with penalty (if applicable) in the required format or otherwise
based on the correct information provided by the applicant(s).

Detailed guidelines for ensuring the compliance of the provisions of the Factories Act, 1948 and the Meghalaya
Factories Rules, 1980 by the licensees will be communicated accordingly.

This Notification is in supersession of Notification No.LBG. 39/2014/Pt/256, dated 22" December, 2020.

This will take effect from the date of its publication in the official Gazette.
