No.ERTS (S) 4/2021/58. - Whereas due to inadvertent wrong application of rate of stamp duty and inadvertent 

misinterpretation of existing Government Order vide No.ERTS (R) 5/76/94, dated 11th July, 1983 stamp duty on 

registration and execution of mining leases has been short paid in some cases; and 

Whereas due to the said short payment, such mining lease instrument has been rendered not "Duly Stamped" 

within the meaning of Section 2(11) of the Indian Stamp Act, 1899; and 

Whereas due to the said short payment, such mining lease executed has been rendered in contravention of 

Section 17 of the Indian Stamp Act, 1899, 

Now therefore, in order to ease the difficulty faced by holders of such mining lease where stamp duty has been 

short paid earlier, the Government of Meghalaya after careful consideration of the matter, hereby orders that 

the amount of stamp duty short paid shall be paid to the Government by way of non-judicial stamp 

paper within 31st March, 2021 subject to the condition that 50% of such stamp duty short paid is paid 

upfront, failing which the registration of such mining lease shall be rendered non est and further issuance of 

Transport Challans shall be stopped forthwith and appropriate penal action as provided under Section 48 of the 

Indian Stamp Act, 1899 shall be initiated.

3.		 Further any additional e-services will be notified separately after approval by State Apex Committee on 
Digital India and as and when the services are ready to be launched. 

4.		 The Government of Meghalaya hereby recognizes the use of digital signatures for the purpose of 
electronic delivery of services to citizens. Thus, the certificates issued under the e-District project 
framework are declared to be legally valid across India as per provisions of the Information Technology 
Act, 2000 (Central Act 21 of 2000), and for all legal purposes, the validity of a digital signature shall be at 
par with a hand-written signature. 

5.		 Date of roll-out e-services: 

Since Government Orders (G.O.s) are necessary to roll-out e-services through the e-District MMP, the 
Line Departments will issue separate GOs defining the service area and date of roll-out. These GOs will 
be based on the format to be prepared by Information Technology & Communication Department which 
will be in accordance with the Government/Business Process Re-engineering (GPR/BPR), Functional 
Specifications Requirement (FRS), Systems Requirement Specification (SRS)/Systems Configuration 
(SC) documents (including input/output documents) approved by State Apex Committee on Digital India.
