Sub:- Standard Operating Procedure for grant of Prospecting License and/or Mining Lease for Coal
in the State of Meghalaya.

No.MG.60/2014/Pt/398. - The Government of Meghalaya hereby notifies ‘Standard Operating Procedure’
[hereinafter, ‘SOP’] for processing the Applications submitted under the Mineral Concession Rules, 1960 (as
Amended from time to time) for obtaining previous approval of the Central Government for grant of
Prospecting License and/or Mining Lease for Coal in the State of Meghalaya:

1. The SOP shall govern the following:
CHAPTER-I APPLICATION FOR GRANT OF PROSPECTING LICENSE

2. That landowner shall submit an application to Central Government in quadruplicate, in Form-A of this
SoP through the State Government, for obtaining the previous approval of Central Government for grant
of Prospecting License/Mining Lease.

MISCELLANEOUS.

An application for prospecting license shall be for an area not less than 100 Hectares.

The application, along with all enclosures shall be forwarded by the Mining and Geology Department,
Government of Meghalaya to the Ministry of Coal Government of India, New Delhi for obtaining previous
approval of the Central Government for granting prospecting license.

The Mining and Geology Department, Government of Meghalaya shall reserve the right to reject any
application made for grant of prospecting license in the event the same is found to be incomplete or
unsuitable for recommendation to the Central Government.

After grant of previous approval from the Ministry of Coal, the State Government shall convey approval to
the land owner for granting prospecting license in favour of applicant/lessee.

The State Government, through the Directorate of Mineral Resources, may carry out prospecting
operations as per the Second proviso to Section 4 of the Mines and Minerals (Development and
Regulation) Act, 1957 on application being made by land owners or project proponents, on such
terms and conditions as may be prescribed by the State Government.

The prospecting data of any prospecting operations carried out by the Directorate of Mineral Resources,
Government of Meghalaya may be provided to such applicants who are interested in making applications
for prior-approval of mining lease, on the basis of such prospecting data subject to payment of fee as
may be prescribed from time to time.

Mining Lease maps must be in cadastral scale.

15. An application for Mining Lease shall be for an area not less than 100 Hectares.

16. The application, along with all enclosures shall be forwarded by the Mining and Geology Department,
Government of Meghalaya to the Ministry of Coal Government of India, New Delhi for obtaining previous
approval of the Central Government for granting mining lease.

17. The Mining and Geology Department, Government of Meghalaya shall reserve the right to reject any
application made for grant of Mining Lease in the event the same is found to be incomplete or unsuitable
for recommendation to the Central Government.

18. After grant of previous approval from the Ministry of Coal, the State Government shall convey approval to
the landowner for granting Mining Lease in favour of applicant/lessee.
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19. Upon receipt of approval for mining lease by the State Government, a Mining lease shall be executed

between grantor (land owner) and lessee and shall be registered in accordance with law. Certified copy of
lease deed in duplicate shall be submitted to the State Government within 3 months of approval from the
State Government as required under Rule 47 of MCR 1960. A Mining lease shall contain such conditions
as may be agreed upon between the parties not being inconsistent with the provisions of the Act or rules.

CHAPTER-IIl: MINING PLAN APPROVAL

20. The Applicant who has received approval for mining lease and has executed the same shall submit a

mining plan to the State Government, within a period of 06 months from date of preparation of geological
report, for obtaining approval of the Central Government as per Chapter-1lIA of the Mineral Concession
Rules, 1960 as amended from time to time.

The preparation of the Mining Plan shall be in accordance with the Guidelines for Preparation,
Formulation, Submission, Processing, Scrutiny, Approval and Revision of Mining Plan No.
34011/28/2019-CPAM dated 29t May 2020 as notified by the Government of India, Ministry of Coal and
as per the System of the State Government as approved by the Central Government under Section 22AA
of the Mineral Concession Rules, 1960.

Safety aspects: Safety of mine workers shall be ensured in compliance of Mines Act, 1952 and Coal
Mine Regulations, 2017 with the approval of the Director General of Mine Safety.
