Such retention
shall be extended annually on payment of retention fee of ¥ 15,000/- (Rupees fifteen thousand) only every
year. If the owner fails to retain the registration number annually, the same will automatically become the

property of the Government.

Retention fee will not be applicable for Government vehicles.

- In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 131 read with sub-section (1) of Section
21 of the Meghalaya Police Act, 2010, the Government of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following rules to
amend the Meghalaya Special Force Rules, 2014 (hereinafter referred to as the principal rules), namely:-

Short title and commencement:- These rules may be called the Meghalaya Special Force (Amendment)
Rules, 2021.

They shall come into force on the date of publication in the Official Gazette.
Amendment of rule 2:- In the principal rules, in sub-rule 2.1 of rule 2,

In clause (ii) -

(a) For the word "five" the word "six" shall be substituted;

(b) For the word "battalion" the letters, symbol and numbers "SF-10" shall be substituted.
In clause (iii)

(a) For the words "Commanding Officer" the word "Commandant" shall be substituted;

(b) For the words, letters and symbol "Senior Superintendent of Police (SSP)" the words "Superintendent
of Police" shall be substituted.

Clause (vii) shall be omitted.
For the existing clause (viii) the following new clause shall be substituted, namcly:-

"SF-10 Selection Board" means the Board consisting of Additional Director of Police (TAP)/Inspector
General of Police (TAP), Deputy Inspector General of Police (TAP), Commandant SF-10, Commandant
1st M.L.P. Commandant 2 M.L.P. and Director/Joint Director MPA duly constituted to select the
Meghalaya Police personnel seeking entries into the SF-10 and also evaluate the physical fithess and
mental alertness while seeking age relaxation beyond the upper age limit to continue in the SF-10."

In clause (x), the comma after the word "battalion" shall be substituted by a full-stop and the words "which
is drawn from other regular existing battalion, whose members are drawn for non-core function of SF-10"
shall be omitted.

Clause (xi) shall be omitted.

Clause (xiv) shall be omitted.

(viii) For the existing clause (xv) the following now clause shall be substituted, namely:-

"Physical Proficiency Test (PPT)" includes the following six events:-
a. 5 Kmrun

b. 100 meters dash

c. Sit Ups

d. Chin Ups

The PPT shall be done with issued arms and ammunition as per 'B' Scale."

"Physical Proficiency Test means half-yearly physical proficiency test conducted for all the subordinate
ranks of SF-10"

Clause (xxii) shall be omitted.
Amendment of rule 3.- In the principal rules, in rule 3, -
For the existing sub-rule 3.1 the following new sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:-

"There shall be the Meghalaya Special Force 10 or SF-10. It will comprise of companies, platoons and
sections as its formation units. The Meghalaya Special Force-10 shall be headed by a Commandant of
the rank of Superintendent of Police and assisted by such number of officers of other gazetted and non-
gazetted ranks and other non-combative support staff, as may be created by the Government from time to
time."

For the existing sub-rule 3.3 following after sub-rule 3.3 shall be renumbered as sub-rule 3.4 and the
following new sub-rule shall substituted, namely:-

"3.4 The SF-10 Administrative Headquarter shall be located at Shillong and the operation headquarters
shall be located in the two Tactical Bases i.e. 1st M.L.P. Battalion Headquarter, Mawiong and 2" M.L.P.
Battalion Headquarter, Goeragre."

Amendment of rule 4.- In the principal rules, the existing rule 4 shall be omitted.

"The number of women Sub-Inspectors shall be a minimum of five and the number of women

This may be modified depending upon the requirement of women police assessed from time to time."

"Any subordinate rank police personnel from any units of Meghalaya Police willing to join SF-10 may
be allowed on transfer in the equivalent rank provided he or she fulfills the following criteria:

(a) Shall not be more than twenty-eight years of age in case of Constable, forty-five years in case of
Havildar, forty-five years in case of Sub-Inspector and fifty years in case of Inspector;

(b) Shall undergo and qualify in the prescribed PPT for SF-10 Personnel;

(c) Shall successfully complete the compulsory training after induction”

Amendment of rule 7.- In the principal rules, in rule 7,-

(i) For the existing sub-rule 7.1 the following new sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:-

"There shall be an upper age limit for subordinate ranks police officers to continue in the SF-10 as
follows:-

1. Armed Branch Inspector 55
2. Armed Branch Sub-Inspector 50
3. Havildar 50
4. Commando Constable 35
5. Driver Constable 40"

After the existing sub-rule 7.1 the following new sub-rule 7.1 A shall be inserted, namely:-

"7.1 A Constable who joins the Meghalaya Special Force-10 will be required to put in at least five
years in the Unit before they are allowed to go on transfer to other Units. The SF-10 Selection Board
will be the final authority in such matters.

For the existing sub-rule 7.2 the following new sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:-

"When an Inspector or Sub-Inspector or Havildar or Constable or Constable Driver reaches the
upper age limit he or she shall be adjusted against existing vacancy of equivalent rank in other Units
of Meghalaya Police."

Sub-rule 7.3 shall be omitted.
For the existing sub-rule 7.4 of the following new sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:-

"Upper age limit to continue in SF-10 in the rank of Inspector, Sub-Inspector, Havildar and Constable
may be relaxed by one year, on a case-by-case basis by the Director General of Police based on the
recommendation of the SF-10 Selection Board."

Amendment of rule 8. - In the principal rules, in rule 8, for the existing sub-rule 8.1 the following new
sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:-

"All ranks including the followers, but other than the Ministerial Staff and Medical Staff while serving in SF-
10 shall be entitled to a special allowance at the rates as indicated below:-

a. Commandant = Fourteen thousand rupees per month.

b. Deputy Commandant = Twelve thousand rupees per month.

c. Assistant Commandant = Nine thousand rupees per month.

d. Inspector = Eight thousand rupees per month.

e. Sub-Inspector = Seven thousand rupees per month.

f. Havildar = Six thousand rupees per month.

g. Constable Commandos or Driver Constable or Mechanic Constable = Five thousand rupees per month,

h. Followers = Three thousand rupees per month."

"All the subordinate ranks of SF-10 shall undergo special and compulsory training in the specialized
fields conducted by a specialized agency identified and selected by the Director General of Police."

Sub-rule 9.5 shall be omitted.

10. Amendment of rule 11.- In the principal rules, in rule 11,-

For the existing sub-rule 11.5 the following new sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:-
"The half year Physical Proficiency Test shall be conducted by the SF-10 Selection Board."
