OFFICE MEMORANDUM 

No.lPR.9/2021/8. - The Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to order that in the matter of promotion / 
appointment / recruitment to the posts of District Public Relations Officers / Public Relations Officers and Sub-
Divisional Public Relations Officers / Media Extension Officer / Assistant Public Relations Officer who have 
been absorbed permanently in Information and Public Relations Department, the following procedure should 
be followed. 

1. District Public Relations Officer / Public Relations Officer: 

Appointment to the post of District Public Relations Officer / Public Relations Officer shall be made by 
promotion from amongst the members of the service holding the post of Sub-Divisional Public Relations 
Officer / Media Extension Officer / Assistant Public Relations Officer who have rendered not less than 3 
years of continuous service in that capacity on the first day of the year in which the selection is made. 

2. Sub-Divisional Public Relations Officer/Media Extension Officer/Assistant Public Relations Officer: 
Appointment to the post of Sub-Divisional Public Relations Officer / Assistant Public Relations Officer/ 
Media Extension Officer shall be 25% by promotion and 75% by direct recruitment as approved by the 
Government vide letter No.lPR.5/78/220, dated 12th March, 2019 in the following manner:- 

a) by promotion from amongst the members of the Meghalaya Information (Subordinate) Service 
Rules holding the post of Translator / Journalist / Assistant Editor who have rendered not less than 
5 years of continuous service in that capacity on the first day of the year in which the selection is 
made. 

b) by direct recruitment through the Meghalaya Public Service Commission and person eligible for the 
post should possess degree in Mass Communication and Video Production / Media Technologies 
from any recognized Institution. 

c) However, the service of the existing officers who have been recruited / promoted prior to the 
amendment of qualification for direct recruitment to the post of Sub-Divisional Public Relations 
Officer / Media Extension Officer / Assistant Public Relations Officer is protected and it will not affect 
their future promotion. 

3. The appointing authority is the Governor of Meghalaya. 

4. The existing policy of the Government on reservation of posts and other conditions of service prescribed 
by Government from time to time are required to be strictly followed. 

5. For the purpose of appointment by promotion to the categories of posts under clauses 1 and 2 (a) above, 
there shall be a Departmental Promotion Committee consisting of the following members:- 

(1) Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary, 

Information & Public Relations Department. - Chairperson 

(2) Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary, 

 Personnel & A.R. Department or his representative not below 

 the rank of Joint Secretary. - Member 

(3) Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary, Finance 

 Department or his representative not below the rank of 

 Joint Secretary. - Member 

(4) Director of Information & Public Relations. - Member Secretary 

6. The Committee may invite any other person to attend the meeting if it considers necessary. 

7. The number of posts of each category and pay scale of each post is shown in the Annexure-I. 

8. These orders shall remain in force till the promulgation of the Meghalaya Information Service Rules.
