- Whereas large number of cases of Mucormycosis have been reported from 
many States in the country; 

Whereas Mucormycosis cases have significant risk of mortality and there is likelihood of outbreak of the 
disease in the State of Meghalaya; 

Therefore, in pursuance of the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Government of India D.O. Letter No.T. 
18015/05/2021-IDSP, dated 19th May, 2021, Mucormycosis is hereby declared as a Notifiable Disease under 
Section 2 of the Epidemic Diseases Act, 1897. 

All Government and Private Health Care Facilities, Medical College(s) in the State will follow the guidelines for 
screening, diagnosis, management of Mucormycosis issued by the Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, 
Government of India, the State Government and Indian Council of Medical Research (ICMR). 

It is mandatory for all the health care facilities, both Government and Private and Medical College(s) in the 
State to report all suspected cased to the concerned District Surveillance Officer, IDSP. 

The State Surveillance Officer/IDSP Team will upload the required date concerning Mucormycosis to the 
COVID Portal (www.covid19.nhp.gov.in).

Now therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred under Section 2, 3 and 4 of The Epidemic Diseases Act, 
1897, the provisions of The Meghalaya Epidemic Diseases, COVID-19 Regulations, 2020, is hereby 
extended for a period of 1 (one) year with effect from 20th March, 2021.

No.Health. 68/2020/95. - In exercise of the powers conferred under Section 2, 3 and 4 of the Epidemic 
Diseases Prevention Act, 1897, the Department of Health and Family Welfare hereby makes the following 
regulations to amend "The Meghalaya Epidemic Diseases, COVID-19 Regulations, 2020", namely:- 

1. These regulations may be called The Meghalaya Epidemic Diseases, COVID-19 (Sixth Amendment) 
Regulations, 2021. 

2. They shall come into force from the date of notification by the Government. 

3. Amendment of Regulation 4: In regulation 4, a new sub-section (iv) shall be inserted, as under, 
namely, 

"The Government may also deploy Rapid Response Teams for COVID-19 in the communities to 
identify and test all individuals who are found to be high risk contacts by the Authorized persons 
or Medical Officers and such persons shall get themselves tested so that the spread of the 
disease can be contained and lives can be saved" 

4. Notwithstanding such amendment, anything done or any action taken under the earlier provisions, before 
the amendment, shall be deemed to have been done or taken under the provisions of these amendment 
Regulations.

No.Health. 92/2020/17. - The Government of Meghalaya has been taking a number of measures to control 

and manage the COVID-19 pandemic in the State. Testing and treatment of COVID-19 patients are being 

provided free of cost in the Government hospitals. In view of the surge in cases, the private hospitals in the 

State were also directed to keep a number of beds for the treatment of Category "C" and Category "D" 

COVID-19 patients. However, a number of public grievances regarding exorbitant rates being charged by 

certain private hospitals were received. The Government, therefore, constituted a Committee vide Notification 

No.Health.92/2020/12, dated 18th June, 2021 to examine the rates of treatment in the private hospitals and to 

recommend the reasonable rates of hospitalization charges. 

After going through the Report of the Committee headed by the Director of Health Services (MI), the 

Government in the Health & Family Welfare Department, in exercise of the powers bestowed under Section 2 

of the Epidemic Disease Act, 1987, hereby notifies the following rates for regulating the prices to be charged 

by Private Hospitals in providing quality care to COVID-19 Patients.

Once patient requires other 
interventions/treatments, patient will be charged as per hospital rates. 

c. These rates will not be applicable for Private or Semi-Private rooms, once opted by the Patient. 

d. The General Ward/Isolation Ward Capacity, HDU, PICU/NICU and ICU capacity will be in 
accordance to information shared with the office of the DHS (MI) as on 29th June, 2021 and the 
information already available with the Government. 

e. Private Hospitals charging less than the above rates shall continue with such rates. 

These rates will be applicable with immediate effect during the COVID-19 pandemic and will remain in force 
until further notice. 

For SECC and PMJAY-MHIS beneficiaries, they would be entitled to the benefits as usual in accordance with 
the provisions of PMJAY-MHIS and existing procedures laid down to bear the cost of healthcare.
