THE JAINTIA HILLS AUTONOMOUS DISTRICT COUNCIL
(MEMBERS’ PENSION) (FOURTH AMENDMENT) ACT, 2018.
AN
ACT

To further amend the Jaintia Hills Autonomous District Council (Members' Pension) Act, 1987 as amended
from time to time hereinafter called the Principal Act.

Be it enacted by the Jaintia Hills Autonomous District Council in the Sixty Ninth year of the Republic of India
as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement: (i) This Act may be called The Jaintia Hills Autonomous District
(Members’ Pension) (Fourth Amendment) Act, 2018.

(i) It shall come into force with effect from the 1% July, 2018.

2. Definition: All words and expressions used in this Act shall have the same
meaning as assigned to them in the Principal Act.

3. Amendment of Section 3 of the Principal Act:- Pension Payable to Members:-

(i) In sub-section (1) of Section 3 of the Principal Act, for the
figures and words “Rs. 5,000/- (Rupees Five Thousand)”
appearing therein the figures and words “Rs. 15,000/- (Rupees
Fifteen Thousand)” shall be substituted;

(i1)) The Second proviso of sub-section (1) with sub-section (2) of
Section 3 of the Principal Act shall be deleted and the following
sub-sections (2), (3), (4) (5) and (6) shall be inserted as follow:-

(2) There shall be paid a pension of Rs. 20,000/- (Rupees
Twenty Thousand) only per mensem to every person who
have served for a period of not less than 2 (two) five year
terms as Member of District Council.

There shall be paid a pension of Rs. 25,000/- (Rupees
Twenty Five Thousand) only per mensem to every person
who have served for period of not less than 3 (three) five
year terms as Member of District Council.

There shall be paid a pension of Rs. 30,000/- (Rupees
Thirty Thousand) only per mensem to every person who
have served for a period of 4 (four) five year terms and
above as Member of District Council.

Pension for fraction of Five year terms shall be at the rate
Rs. 1,000/- (Rupees One Thousand) only per year.
Fraction of months and days shall be rounded of as one
year.

Members of District Council drawing pension under this
Act shall also be paid with Medical Allowance of
Rs. 5,000/- (Rupees Five Thousand) only per month.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The enhancement of the Pension of the Members of District Council is desirable as a relief on account of the

increasing cost of living.

Hence this Act.
