(b) The Building and Other Construction Workers' (Regulation of Employment and Conditions of
Service) Act, 1996.

(i) Form I [Rule 23] : Application for Registration of Establishments (or Principal Employer) employing
building and other construction workers.

2. Automatic, Non-Discretionary Deemed Renewals will be enabled with collection of reasonable fees done
in a transparent online, non-discretionary and automatic manner.
