NOTIFICATIONS

The 28" January, 2022.

No.SAE.49/2002/98. - In supersession to the earlier Notification No.SAE.49/2002/68, dated 16™ August, 2013
and in exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article 309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor
of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following rules further to amend the Meghalaya Secretariat Subordinate
Service Rules, 1973; (hereinafter referred to as the principal Rules) namely:-

1. Short title and commencement:-

(1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Secretariat Subordinate Service (Amendment) Rules,
2021.

(2) They shall come into force from the date of publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Amendment of Rule 8:- After sub-rule (3) of Rule 8 of the principal Rules the following new sub-
Rule shall be inserted, namely:-
Rule 8 (4) - (i) Encadrement of the Typists to Lower Division Assistant shall be made by selection on the
basis of seniority-cum-merit from amongst the qualified Typist of the Secretariat belonging to Grade-lll/
Ordinary Typist who have obtained Bachelor Degree in any stream from a University recognized by
Government or any Examination declared equivalent thereto with computer - literate with a minimum of 10
(ten) years qualifying service as Typist and for eligibility for promotion to L.D.A. the qualifying service may
remain at 4 (four) years.
(i) Selection for purpose of encadrement to the qualified typist shall be on basis of seniority-cum-merit.

(i) The Interse-Seniority of the Typists so encadred shall be in the order in which their names appear in
the gradation list of Typists.

(iv) Encadrement of the typist to Lower Division Assistant will be effective from the date of joining after
the issue of encadrement order.

(v) The interse-seniority of the Typist in the Lower Division Assistant cadre is governed under clause (c)
of Rule 25 of the Meghalaya Secretariat Subordinate Service Rules, 1973.

(vi) Fixation of pay shall be regulated under the provision of FR 23(1) of Meghalaya FRs & SRs, 1984 in
the scale of pay applicable to the post of Lower Division Assistant.

(vii) Existing Provision of MSSS Rules, 1973 for promotion to the post of Lower Division Assistant shall
continue to those typists who have not been selected for encadrement.

(viii) The posts so encadred from time to time shall cease to exist in the cadre of Typist Grade-II.
3. Deletion of Rule 10:- The existing Rule 10 of the Principal Rules shall stand deleted.
4. Amendment of Rule 11:- For Rule 11 of the Principal Rules, the following shall be substituted, namely:-

“11. For the purpose of preparing the Select List mentioned in Rule 6, Rule 7(1), Rule 7(2), Rule 8(2),
Rule 8(3), Rule 8(4) and Rule 9, there shall be a Selection Committee consisting of the following
Members:-

(i) Two Secretaries to the Government to be nominated by the Appointing Authority, one of whom shall
be the Chairman of the Committee.

(i) The Secretary or the Deputy Secretary to the Government in the Secretariat Administration
Department or any other officer nominated by the Chief Secretary in this behalf who shall act as the
Convenor and member Secretary of the Committee”.

Amendment of Rule 12:- For Rule 12 of the Principal Rules, the following shall be substituted, namely:-
“12. The Appointing Authority shall refer to the Committee

(1) the approximate number of vacancies likely to occur in each of the categories.

(2) For the encadrement of Typist to Lower Division Assistant as per conditions under Rule 8(4).

(3) The Appointing Authority shall furnish the Committee with the Character Rolls and Service Records
of all eligible persons belonging to the respective categories. The Committee shall examine the
Character Rolls and Service Records of such persons and prepare separate lists of names in order
of preference for recruitment under Rules 6, 7(1), 8(4) and Rule 9. These lists shall be forwarded by
the committee to the Appointing Authority. The Appointing Authority shall consider the lists prepared
by the Committee along with the Character Rolls and Service Records of such persons and approve
the lists unless it considers any change necessary. If the Appointing Authority considers any change
necessary in the list received, he shall inform the Committee of the changes proposed and after
taking into account the comments; if any, of the Committee may approve the list finally with such
modifications as may in his opinion be just and proper. The list as finally approved by the Appointing
Authority shall form the Select Lists for the purpose of appointments under the aforesaid Rules”.

Amendment of Rule 16:- For Rule 16 of the Principal Rules, the following shall be substituted, namely:-

"16 Appointment under rules 6, 7(1), 7(2), 8(2), 8(3), 8(4) and 9 shall be made from the respective Select
List in the order in which the names appear in the list, provided that a temporary appointment for a period
not exceeding two months may be made by the Appointing Authority at its discretion”.

Amendment of Rule 18:- For Clause (iii) of Rule 18 of the Principal Rules, the following shall be
substituted, namely:-

“(iii) Educational Qualifications:- If he or she is a candidate for the post of Lower Division Assistant he
or she should be a Graduate in any stream from a University recognized by Government or any
Examination declared equivalent thereto”.

Amendment of Rule 25:- For clause (c) of Sub-rule (2) of Rule 25 of the Principal Rules, the following
shall be substituted, namely:-

“(c) The interse-seniority of Lower Division Assistant appointed under sub-rules (1), (2), (3) and (4) of
Rule 8 shall be in order in which their names appear in the list mentioned in Rule 20 and in the
respective Select List. The interse-seniority between an assistant appointed under the aforesaid
sub-rules will be according to the date of appointment. The interse-seniority among the Lower
Division Assistant appointed under the aforesaid sub-rules on the same date shall be in the
following order:-

(i) Assistants appointed under sub-rule 1 of Rule 8.
(i)  Assistants appointed under sub-rule 2 of Rule 8.
(i)  Assistants appointed under sub-rule 3 of Rule 8.
(iv)  Assistants appointed under sub-rule 4 of Rule 8.
