3. Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act,
the Board, in consultation with the Authority, may take
measures to protect the rights of persons with mental
illness as it considers appropriate.

4. If the mental health establishment fails to comply
with the orders or directions of the Authority or the Board
or willfully neglects such orders or direction, the
Authority or the Board, as the case may be, may impose
penalty on such Mental Health establishment which may
extend to Rupees 5 (five) lakhs, on the recommendation
of the Board and may also cancel the registration of
such Mental Health Establishment after giving an
opportunity of being heard.

The Board shall meet at such times and places
and shall observe such rules of procedure in regard to
the transaction of business at its meetings, as may be
specified by regulations made by the State Authority.
