No.AGRI(E)62/2011/103. - Pending framing and finalization of a regular Service Rule, the Governor of 
Meghalaya is pleased to order that the following procedure shall be followed in the matter of recruitment to the 
post of Assistant Agriculture Engineer (LUS) of the Agriculture Department, with immediate effect:- 

1. Assistant Agriculture Engineer (Land Use Survey): Appointment to the post of Assistant Agriculture 
Engineer (LUS) shall be made by direct recruitment through the Meghalaya Public Service Commission 
as per the criteria shown at Schedule-II. 

2. Appointing Authority: The Appointing Authority shall be the Governor of Meghalaya. 

3. Sanctioned Post: The number of posts with Pay Matrix level are indicated in Schedule-I. 

4. Other Conditions: The existing policy of the Government of reservation of posts, age relaxation and 
other conditions of service as prescribed by Government from time to time shall be strictly followed.
