No.ENV.2/2021/270. - In exercise of the powers conferred under Section 5 of the Environment (Protection)
Act, 1986 (Act 29 of 1986) delegated to the State Government vide Notification No.S.0.389 (E), dated 14t
April, 1988 and in compliance to the Plastic Waste Management (Amendment) Rules, 2021, the State
Government do hereby issues following directions, namely:-

1. The manufacture, import, stocking, distribution, sale and use of carry bag made of virgin or recycled
plastic shall not be less than seventy five (75) microns in thickness and shall not be less than one hundred
and twenty (120) microns in thickness with effect from the 315t December, 2022;

2. The manufacture, import, stocking, distribution, sale and use of following Single Use Plastic, including
polystyrene and expanded polystyrene, commodities shall be prohibited with effect from the 1st July,
2022:-

(a) ear buds with plastic sticks, plastic sticks for balloons, plastic flags, candy sticks, ice cream sticks,
polystyrene [Thermocol] for decoration;

(b) plates, cups, glasses, cutlery such as forks, spoons, knives, straw, trays, wrapping or packing films
around sweet boxes, invitation cards, and cigarette packets, plastic or PVC banners less than 100
micron, stirrers.

- In continuation of earlier notification No.FEA 55/2020/89, dated 28" September, 2020 the
Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to extend another 2% additional interest subvention to Standard or Regular
KCC borrowers in the State. Coupled with the 3% interest subvention provided by the Government of India,
the effective rate of interest for the Standard KCC borrower will be Zero percent. The Standard KCC
borrowers will now get full interest subvention on KCC loans.

The 4% interest subvention extended by the State Government will be effective from the financial year 2021-
22. Banks will submit the claims of eligible borrowers for 2021-22 to Agriculture Department and the interest
subvention is to be credited directly into their bank account by 30" August, 2022.

From the financial year 2022-23 onwards, all claims are to be submitted by the Banks to Agriculture
Department within one month from the end of the financial year and to be credited directly to the borrower's
account within three months from the end of the financial year.

"Recruiting Authority means District Selection and Promotion Committee of the District, as shall be
notified by the High Court of Meghalaya from time to time."

In the existing Rule 14, the words "through its recruitment cell" appearing in between the words
"Authority" and "on" shall be deleted.

In sub-rule (2) of Rule 15 of the Principal Rules:-

the words "Registrar General, High Court of Meghalaya, Shillong" appearing in between the words
"to" and "In" shall be deleted and shall be substituted by the words "District & Sessions Judge of the
concerned district."

The existing sub-rule (4) of Rule 19 of the Principal Rules shall be deleted and shall be substituted

"(4) The list so prepared under sub-rule (1) and (2) above shall be published with the approval of
the High Court."
