No.SYA.44/2022/2. - The Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to notify the Cash Award Scheme under Sports 
and Youth Affairs Department for Eligible sportspersons as follows with immediate effect. 

1. INTRODUCTION 

This cash award scheme is in pursuance to chapter 10 i.e., 'cash award for performance' of the notified 
Meghalaya Sports Policy issued in 2019. The Cash award component of the sports policy aims to 
incentivize the achievements of outstanding sportspersons, encourage, and motivate them for higher 
achievements and to act as inspiring role models for attracting the younger generation to take up sports. 
This document outlines the framework for cash awards for eligible sportspersons of Meghalaya. 

2.   ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS FOR SPORTS PERSONS: 

a.   The applying athlete should be a domicile/resident of Meghalaya. 

b.   The applying athlete should be an active athlete as on date of submission of application. 

c.   The athlete should not have represented any other State/UT other than Meghalaya. 

3. TERMS AND CONDITIONS: 

a. Achievements would only be considered for tournaments   conducted by the sports bodies affiliated to 
the Federation/Association recognized by International Olympic Committee (IOC), International Non-
Olympic Committee (INOC), International Paralympic Committee (IPC), Olympic Council of Asia 
(OCA), World Chess Federation (FIDE), International Sports Committee for the Deaf (ICSD), 
International Blind Sports Federation (IBSA) or Special Olympics International, as the case may be. 
The National Sports Competitions should have been conducted by the National Sports Federation 
recognized by Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, Government of India, and/or by the State 
Association affiliated to such NSF. 

b.   The cash award amount shall be provided to the sportsperson to his/her bank account. 

c.   Fake claims shall disqualify the erring candidates from the cash award and all future benefits on offer 
from sports department. 
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d. Athletes found involved in drug abuse or anti-social behaviour shall disqualify the erring candidates   
from the cash award and all future benefits on offer from sports department. 

e. Cash award will not be given to a sportsperson in case of any sports related misconduct by him/her.  
In case any such proceeding is pending against a sportsperson, the cash award will be withheld till 
finalization of the pending proceeding. 

f. The applicant shall be eligible to apply for cash award as well as scholarship which shall be notified in 
due course.

a. Cash award will be given for each medal won by the athlete at full rates. 

b. For junior level individual events of sports competitions stated in above table, the amount will be 
three fourths of the amount stipulated in the above table. 

c. For sub junior level/mini level individual events of sports competitions stated in above table, the 
amount will be half of the amount stated in the above table. 

d. The cash award determined as above will be shared equally among the team members. 

e. For team events, no member of team would get less than 50% of the award amount. 

f. For team events at junior /sub junior level, the amounts for each team member shall not be less 
than 50 % of three fourths and half of the award amounts respectively. 

5. CASH AWARD FOR COACHES : 

Coaches of the medal winning athletes in various competitions shall also be eligible for cash awards. In 
case of Individual events, award money to be given to the Coach(es) will be 50% of the award money 
payable to the sportsperson(s) whom the Coach(es) had coached. 

If the set of coaches recommended by the eligible medal winner comprises more than one coach, the 
said award money will be distributed amongst the coaches in equal proportion. 

If in a tournament, more than one medal is won by different sportspersons trained by the same coach, 
the coach will get cash award for one medal only. 

a. Terms and conditions of the cash award for Coaches: 

i. The coach/coaches should have been associated with the training of the athlete/team on a regular 
basis for at least a minimum period of 90 days, i.e., each coach in the set of coaches should have 
been associated with the medal winning sportsperson / team for at least 90 days on a regular basis. 

ii. The medal winning team/athlete should submit a recommendation for the coach/coaches applying 
for the cash award for coaches. 
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iii. Cash award will not be given to any coach in case of any sports related misconduct by him/her. In 
case any such proceeding is pending against the coach, the cash award will be withheld till 
finalization of the pending proceeding. 

iv. The cash award amounts shall be transferred directly to the coach/coaches provided bank account. 

6. APPLICATION SUBMISSION AND EVALUATION : 

a. All eligible athletes seeking to avail the cash award would have to fill the application form and 
submit the same to their respective District Sports Officer in prescribed Performa in Annexure-1. 

b. All State Sport Associations shall submit to the Department of Sports & Youth Affairs, the list of all 
medal winning athletes on a quarterly basis. The Department shall review all applications submitted 
by individuals/associations and felicitate the awardees in a felicitation ceremony organised 
quarterly. 

c. Cash award application will need to be verified by the National Sports Federation (NSF)/State 
Sports Association (SSA) under the signature of President or Secretary/Secretary General of the 
NSF/SSA as per the Performa in Annexure-1. 

d. An athlete appraisal committee constituted by the Department of Sports & Youth Affairs shall 
evaluate the proposals and declare the results of the cash awards on the department website. The 
committee shall comprise of:
