In addition to the above officials, the following officers of the Forest Department shall also assist the Divisional 
Forest Officer (Territorial) concerned as and when required by them in the above matters: 

i) The Deputy Conservator of Forests (Monitoring & Evaluation) in the office of PCCF & HoFF shall assist 
the Divisional Forest Officer (SF&T) Division, Nongstoin, for carrying out operations in the districts falling 
under the jurisdiction of the Divisional Forest Officer (SF&T) Division, Nongstoin. 

ii) The Divisional Forest Officer (WL) and the Divisional Forest Officer (SF & Env.) shall assist the Divisional 
Forest Officer (SF&T), Nongstoin, in areas of their respective jurisdiction. 

Terms of reference of the District Level Special Task Force:- 

(1) Clamp down on all illegally operating WBIs in the District, close them and seal the equipment used for 
conversion of timber. 

(2) Secure disconnection of electricity supply to the unauthorised Wood Based Industries which have been 
closed at (1) above. 

(3) Prevent mushrooming of fresh unlicensed WBIs in the District. 

(4) Seize the illegal timber lying within the premises of illegally operating WBIs as per provisions of the 
Meghalaya Forest Regulation, 1973 and take further action in respect of such timber in accordance with 
law. 

(5) Prevent illegal transportation of round logs to both legally and illegally operating Wood Based Industries 
intended for conversion, and prevent movement of sawn timber from illegally operating Wood Based 
Industries to their respective destinations.

No.FEG.84/2010/75. - In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article 309 of the Constitution of 
India, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to further amend the Rules of the Meghalaya Local Fund Audit 
Service Rules, 1996, namely:- 

1. Short title and commencement:- 

(1)   These rules shall be called the 'Meghalaya Local Fund Audit Service (Amendment) Rules, 2022'. 

(2)   They shall come into force with effect from the date of publication in the Official Gazette. 

2. Amendment of Rule 2. - In Rule 2 of the Meghalaya Local Fund Audit Service Rules, 1996, (therein 
after referred to as 'Principal Rules'), the existing clause (a) shall be substituted as follows:- 

"(a) Appointing Authority" means (1) The Governor of Meghalaya in respect of Deputy Director, 
Assistant Director of Local Fund Audit and Senior Audit Officers and (2) The Director of Local Fund Audit 
in respect of Audit Officer and Assistant Audit Officer ". 

3. Amendment of Rule 4. -   The existing sub-rule (2) of Rule 4 of the Principal Rule shall be substituted by 
a new sub-rule (2), as follows:- 

"(2) The Composition of the Service may be classified as below:- 

(i) Grade I : Deputy Director and Assistant Director of Local Fund Audit. 
(ii) Grade II : Senior Audit Officer. 
(iii) Grade III : Audit Officer. 

(iv) Grade IV : Assistant Audit Officer". 

4. Substitution of Rule 5. - The existing Rule 5 of the Principal Rule shall be substituted as follows:- 

"5 Status:- The status of the members of the Service holding the posts of Deputy Director, Assistant 
Director of Local Fund Audit shall be Group 'A' Gazetted, Senior Audit Officers and Audit Officers shall 
be Group 'B' Gazetted and those holding posts of Assistant Audit Officer shall be Group 'C' Non-
Gazetted respectively. 

5.    Amendment of Rule 7. - In Rule 7 of the Principal Rules, for the existing sub-rule (1), (2), (3) and (4), 
shall be substituted by the following new sub-rule (1), (2), (3), (4) and (5) as follows:- 

(1) Deputy Director of Local Fund Audit:- Appointment to the post of Deputy Director of Local Fund 
Audit shall be made by promotion from Assistant Director who rendered not less than 5 (five) years 
of service or 8 (eight) years of combined service as Assistant Director and Senior Audit Officer as 
such and whose names are included in the select list approved under sub-rule (5) of Rule 10. 

(2) Assistant Director of Local Fund Audit:- Appointment to the post of Assistant Director of Local 
Fund Audit shall be made by promotion from Senior Audit Officer who rendered not less than 5 
(five) years of service as such and whose names are included in the select list approved under sub-
rule (5) of Rule 10. 

(3) Senior Audit Officer:- Appointment to the post of Senior Audit Officer shall be made from amongst 
those holding the immediate lower post, viz Audit Officer who have completed 5 years of service or 
9 (nine) years combined service as Assistant Audit Officer & Audit Officer. 

(4) Audit Officer:-  Appointment to the post of Audit Officer shall be made from amongst those holding 
the immediate lower post of Assistant Audit Officer who have completed 4 (four) years of service as 
such and whose names are included in the select list approved under sub-rule (5) of Rule 10. 
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(5) Assistant Audit Officer:- Appointment to the post of Assistant Audit Officer shall be made by direct 
recruitment on the result of the competitive examination conducted by the Commission as per the 
prescribed syllabus given in Schedule II appended to this Rule. 

6. Substitution of Rule 9. - The existing Rule 9 of the Principal Rules shall be substituted as follows:- 

"9. Departmental Promotion Committee:- (1) For the purpose of appointment by promotion under sub-
rules (1), (2), (3) and (4) of Rule 7, there shall be a Departmental Promotion Committee consisting of the 
following members, namely:- 

(a) For promotion to the post of Deputy Director and Assistant Director of Local Fund Audit, the 
Departmental Promotion Committee will be as follows:- 

(i) Chief Secretary to the Government of Meghalaya - Chairman 

(ii) Principal Secretary/Commissioner and Secretary/Secretary, 
 Finance Department - Member Secretary 

(iii) Principal Secretary/Commissioner and Secretary/Secretary, 
 Personnel and A.R. Department - Member 

(iv) Director of Local Fund Audit - Member 

(b) For Promotion to the post of Senior Audit Officer and Audit Officer, the Departmental 
Promotion Committee will be as follows:- 

(i) Principal Secretary/Commissioner and Secretary/Secretary, - Chairman 
 Finance Department 

(ii) Director of Local Fund Audit - Member 

(iii) Joint Director of Local Fund Audit - Member Secretary 

(2) The Committee may invite any other person to attend its meeting as and when considered 
necessary. 

7. Amendment of Rule 10. - In Rule 10 of the Principal Rules,- 

(1) In sub-rule (1), the existing clause (i) shall be substituted as foliows,- 

"(i) A list of Members of the service who have successfully completed the training and passed the 
Departmental Examination conducted by the Appointing Authority be drawn up in order of 
seniority and consisting of three times of the number of vacancies referred to in sub-rule (1). 

(2) In sub-rule (4), the words "sub-rule (1) and "sub-rule (3)" shall be deleted. 

(3) In sub-rule (5), in between the words appearing as "sub-rule (1) and (3)" of Rule 7 shall be 
substituted by the following words "sub-rule (1), (2), (3) and (4)". 

8. Amendment of Rule 13. - The existing Rule 13 of the Principal Rules, for the words and figure "sub-rule 
(4)" the words and figure "sub-rule (5)" shall be substituted. 

9. Amendment of Rule 14. - In Rule 14 of the Principal Rules, the existing clause(c) shall be substituted as 
follows:- 

"(c) A candidate must be a graduate in any stream from any recognized University. Preference will be 
given to candidate who has adequate knowledge in computer". 

10. Amendment of Rule 16. - In the Rule 16 of the Principal Rules, sub-rule (1) shall be substituted as 
follows:- 
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"(1) Appointment to the posts in the service shall be made by the Appointing Authority and in respect of 
Deputy Director, Assistant Director of Local Fund Audit and Senior Audit officer and Audit Officer it shall 
be notified in the Official Gazette". 

11. Amendment of Rule 17. - The existing Rule 17 of the Principal Rules shall be substituted as follows:- 

"17. Probation - Every person appointed in accordance with the provision of these rule to the cadre of 
Assistant Audit Officer shall be placed on probation for a period of 2 (two) years from the date of 
appointment". 

12. Amendment of Rule 18. - In Rule 18 of the Principal Rules, the word "Commission" occurring therein 
shall be omitted. 

13. Amendment of Rule 21. - In Rule 21 of the Principal Rules, the existing sub-rule (1) shall be Substituted 
as follows:- 

"(1) Confirmation of a member of the Service appointed by promotion to the posts of Deputy Director, 
Assistant Director of Local Fund Audit, Senior Audit Officer and Audit Officer shall be made according to 
his seniority in that cadre subject to the following conditions, namely:-" 

14. Amendment of Rule 22. - In Rule 22 of the Principal Rules,- 

(i) In sub-rule (1) for the words "Assistant Auditor," the words "Assistant Audit Officer" shall be 
substituted, 

(ii) In sub-rule (2) for the words "Assistant Auditor cadre, time scale of pay", the words Assistant Audit 
Officer cadre, pay level" shall be substituted. 

15. Substitution of Schedule-I. - For the existing Schedule-I, appended to the Principal Rules, New 
Schedule-I shall be substituted, as follows:-

OFFICE MEMORANDUM 

Subject:- Guidelines for Award of CHIEF MINISTER'S POLICE MEDAL. 

No.HPL.199/2022/19. – On the occasion of Meghalaya's 50th year of Statehood, the Government of 
Meghalaya is pleased to institute an Award to be known as the Meghalaya Chief Minister's Police Medal to be 
conferred on the members of the State Police Service and other Gazetted and Non-Gazetted personnel of the 
Meghalaya Police including those in MPRO, Fire Service and Forensic Science Laboratory. 

The Guidelines governing the Award of the said Medal shall be as follows. 

1. These Award shall be known as the "Meghalaya Chief Minister's Police Medal" and shall be applicable to 
personnel of the Meghalaya Police as indicated in the preceding para. 

2. The Award shall be in the form of a Medal, styled and designated as the "Meghalaya Chief Minister's 
Police Medal for Outstanding/Meritorious Service and Meghalaya Chief Minister's Police Medal for 
Gallantry" accompanied with a cash Award of  10,000. 

3. The Medal will be circular in shape, made of cupro-nickel, golden in colour, one and three eight inches in 
diameter and have embossed on the obverse the image of the three swords of the Khasis, Jaintias and 
Garos. The name of the person to whom it is awarded will be inscribed on the rim of the Medal. On the 
reverse side the National Emblem of India will be embossed in the middle and around the Emblem will be 
inscribed the words "Chief Minister's Police Medal Meghalaya". 

4. The names of those to whom this medal may be awarded shall be published in the Meghalaya 
Government Gazette. 

5. The Medal shall be suspended on the left breast from a ribbon which will be an inch and three eighth in 
width which shall be half Red and half Golden, the two colours being separated by a vertical green line. 

6. It shall be competent for the Chief Minister of Meghalaya to cancel and annul the medal awarded earlier 
when the recipient of the same is found guilty of disloyalty, cowardice in action or such conduct which, in 
the opinion of the Chief Minister, brings the Police Department into disrepute. It shall also be competent 
for the Chief Minister to restore any Medal which may have been so forfeited. Notice of cancellation of 
restoration in every case shall be published in the Meghalaya Government Gazette. 

7. The number of medals awarded in a year shall not exceed ten. 

8. The Medal shall be awarded - 

i) for conspicuous gallantry in dealing with terrorists, or in saving life and property or in preventing crime 
or in arresting hard core criminals, the risks involved being estimated with due regard to the 
obligations and the duties of the police officer/personnel concerned. 

ii) for outstanding/meritorious work. 

9. To be eligible for the award, a person should have completed not less than five years' service. This 
condition will, however, not be applicable to cases relating to conspicuous gallantry. 

10. The award will carry a citation signed by the Chief Minister and a lump sum grant of   10,000/-. 

11. The award may also be made posthumously. In this case, the Medal along with the lump-sum grant will be 
handed over to the next of kin (as per service records). 

12. While wearing this Medal along with other medals and decorations, the same shall be worn to the left of 
the last medal awarded by the Government of India. 

13. The award will be announced by the Government of Meghalaya on the 21st January of every year. 
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14. The recommendations of the Director General of Police for the award shall be sent to Home Department, 
Government of Meghalaya, not later than 21st of October every year. The recommendations should be 
forwarded as per proforma at Annexure-II. A certificate in the form enclosed at Annexure-III shall be 
furnished by the Director General of Police along with each recommendation:- 

15. The recommendations of gallantry awards will be screened by a committee known as the State Police 
Award Committee which will comprise of the following:- 

(1) Chief Secretary - Chairman 

(2) Additional Chief Secretary/Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/ - Member 
 Secretary Home Police Department. 

(3) Director General of Police - Member 

16. The allocation of award category-wise on each occasion shall be as follows:- 

(i) Police Constables and Head Constables, LNKs/NKs/Havildars, - 5 
 Firemen, Leading Firemen, Driver, Mechanics and equivalent ranks 

(ii) Sub-Inspectors and Inspectors and equivalent ranks - 5 

(iii) Superintendents of Police / Addl. SPs, Dy. SPs, 21/Cs/ - 5 
Commandants, Asstt. Commandants and equivalent ranks/ 

 Other Gazetted Officers. --------------- 

 Total - 15

Subject :- Guidelines for Award of CHIEF MINISTER'S DISASTER RESPONSE MEDAL 

No.HPL.199/2022/20. - The State of Meghalaya witnesses a number of disasters both natural as well as man-
made. In the last two years the State has witnessed an unprecedented medical disaster in the form of COVID-
19 pandemic. During this pandemic, it was seen that the frontline workers have responded to this disaster with 
courage, dedication, devotion and commitment to their work above self. 

Therefore, on the occasion of Meghalaya's 50th year of Statehood, the Government of Meghalaya is pleased 
to institute an Award to be known as the Meghalaya Chief Minister's Disaster Response Medal to be conferred 
on the members of the following: 

i) State Police Service and other Gazetted and Non-Gazetted personnel of the Meghalaya Police 
including those in MPRO, Fire Service and Forensic Science Laboratory. 

ii) State Home Guards and Civil Defence personnel. 

The Guidelines governing the award of the said Medal shall be as follows: 

1. These Award shall be known as the "Meghalaya Chief Minister's Disaster Response Medal" and shall be 
applicable to personnel of the Meghalaya Police and Meghalaya Home Guards and Civil Defence 
personnel as indicated in the preceding para. 

2. The Award shall be in the form of a Medal, styled and designated as the "Meghalaya Chief Minister's 
Disaster Response Medal". 

3. The Medal will be circular in shape, made of cupro-nickel, bronze in colour, one and three eight inches in 
diameter and have embossed on the obverse the image of the State Disaster Management Logo. On the 
reverse side the National Emblem of India will be embossed in the middle and around the Emblem will be 
inscribed the words "Chief Minister's Disaster Response Medal Meghalaya". 

4. The names of those to whom this medal may be awarded shall be published in the Meghalaya 
Government Gazette. 

5. The Medal shall be suspended on the left breast from a ribbon which will be an inch and three eighth in 
width which shall be half Red and half Blue, the two colours being separated by a vertical yellow line. 

6. It shall be competent for the Chief Minister of Meghalaya to cancel and annul the medal awarded earlier 
when the recipient of the same is found guilty of disloyalty, cowardice in action or such conduct which, in 
the opinion of the Chief Minister, brings the Department into disrepute. It shall also be competent for the 
Chief Minister to restore any Medal which may have been so forfeited. Notice of cancellation of restoration 
in every case shall be published in the Meghalaya Government Gazette. 

7. The Medal shall be awarded - 

i) to all the frontliners who were involved in the fight against the C0VID-19 pandemic during the years 
2020-2022. 

ii) for responding or in saving lives and property during natural or man-made disasters, the risk involved 
being estimated with due regard to the obligations and duties of the police officer/personnel 
concerned. 

8.   i) To be eligible for the award, personnel of the forces mentioned in the preceding paras who were 
borne on the effective strength as on 21st January, 2022. 

 ii) all ranks of the Meghalaya Police and Meghalaya Home Guards and Civil Defence personnel     
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  including Fire & Emergency, MPRO, FSL personnel are eligible. 

9. The award will carry a citation signed by the Chief Minister of the State. 

10. The award may also be made posthumously. In this case, the Medal along with the citation will be handed 
over to the next of kin (as per service records). 

11. While wearing this Medal along with other medals and decorations, the same shall be worn to the left of 
the last medal awarded by the Government of India. 

12. The award will be announced by the Government of Meghalaya on the 21st January of every year. 

13. The recommendations of the Director General of Police for the award shall be sent to Home Department, 
Government of Meghalaya, not later than 21st of October every year. The recommendations should be 
forwarded as per proforma at Annexure II. A certificate in the form enclosed at Annexure - III shall be 
furnished by the Director General of Police along with each recommendation. 

14. The recommendations for the Disaster Response medal will be screened by a committee known as the 
State Police Award Committee which will comprise of the following:- 

(1) Chief Secretary - Chairman 

(2) Additional Chief Secretary/Principal Secretary/Commissioner & Secretary/ - Member 
Secretary Home Police Department. 

(3)  Director General of Police - Member

OFFICE MEMORANDUM 

Subject :- Meghalaya's 50th Statehood Commemorative Disc. 

No.HPL.199/2022/21. - The Governor is pleased to institute a medal to commemorate Meghalaya's 50th 

Statehood 21st January, 2022, and, in this behalf, to make, ordain and establish the following: - 

Firstly - The Commemorative disc shall be styled and designated as "Meghalaya's 50th Statehood 
Commemorative Disc" (hereinafter referred to as the Disc). 

Secondly - The Disc shall be oblong in shape, made of golden coloured cupro-nickel, and fitted with standard 
fittings. It shall have embossed the 50th Statehood logo with the inscription "1972-2022" in English at the 
bottom rim. 

Thirdly - The disc shall be worn on the left breast pocket cover above the button. 

Fourthly - The disc shall be awarded to the personnel of the following forces who were borne on the effective 
strength as on the 21st January, 2022:- 

All ranks of the Meghalaya Police and Meghalaya Home Guards & Civil Defence personnel, including Fire & 
Emergency, MPRO, Forensic Science Laboratory personnel are eligible to wear the disc. 

Fifthly - It shall be competent for the Governor to cancel and annul the award of the disc to any person and 
also to restore it subsequently. 

Sixthly - It shall be competent for the Government to frame such instructions as may be necessary to carry 
out purposes of these ordinances. 

These Office Memorandum shall come into force with immediate effect.
