granted extension of earned leave for another period 
of 15 (fi fteen) days on private aff airs with eff ect from 
5th March, 2022 to 19th March, 2022 suffi  xing the 20th 
March, 2022 being holiday to the leave.

  The Offi  cer would have continued to hold the 
same post but for his proceeding on leave and there 
is every likelihood of the Offi  cer returning to the same 
post on expiry of the leave.
