- In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article 309 of the Constitution
of India, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following rules further to amend the Meghalaya

Prosecution Service Rules. 2016, hereinafter referred to as the Principal rules, namely:-

1. Short title and commencement - (1) These rules may be called The Meghalaya Prosecution Service
(Amendment) Rules, 2022.

(2). They shall come into force from the date of Notification in the Official Gazette.
2. Amendment of rule 4 - In the principal rules, in rule 4. -
(i) In sub-rule (1), the following new clauses shall be inserted after clause (i), namely -
"(ia) Joint Director of Prosecution;
(ib) Administrative Officer (ex-cadre)"
(ii) In clause (ii) of sub-rule (1) the symbol and words "/Administrative Officer" shall be omitted.

(iii) In sub-rule (2), after the number and symbol " i,"” the number, alphabet and symbol "ia, ib" shall be

inserted;

3. Amendment of rule 5 - In the principal rules, for the existing rule 5, the following new rule shall be
substituted, namely, "5. Status; the status of the members of the service holding the posts provided in rule 4
shall be Group A."
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4. Amendment of rule 7 - In the principal rules, in rule 7,

(i) In sub-rule (1), the symbol and number "(i)" appearing before the words "The post of Director" shall be

omitted.
(i) In sub rule (1) in clause (ii) for the word "Deputy" the word "Joint" shall be substituted.
(iii) After the existing sub rule (1), the following new sub-rule shall be inserted, namely, —
"(1 A) The post of Joint Director of Prosecution shall be filled up either —

(i) By direct recruitment from amongst the suitable candidates who fulfil the eligibility criteria as per the
provision of section 25A (2) of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 with 10 (ten) years"
experience and practice in prosecution of criminal cases, through the Meghalaya Public Service

Commission;
Or,

(ii) By promotion from amongst the Deputy Directors who have completed 5 (five) years of continuous

service as Deputy Director,
Or,

(iii) By temporary transfer or deputation for the first 3 (three) years of an officer already in service

holding an analogous post on a regular basis;"
(iv) In sub-rule (4). in clause (ii) - for the word "that" the word "than" shall be substituted.

(v) For the existing sub-rule 7 clause (ii), the words "other than sub-rule (1) and sub-rule (1A)" shall be

inserted after the word "year."

5. Amendment of rule 8 - In the principal rules, in rule 8, in sub rule (1), between the words "promotion under"
and "Deputy Director of Prosecution" the words, numbers and symbols "clause (ii) of sub-rules (1), (1A), (2),
(4) and (5) of rule 7 in respect of the posts of Director of Prosecution, Joint Director of Prosecution," shall be
inserted.

6. Amendment of rule 11 - In the principal rules, in rule 11, in sub rule (1), the words numbers and symbols

"clause (i) of sub-rule (1A)." shall be inserted after the words symbols and number "sub-rule (1),"

7. Amendment of rule 14 - In the principal rules, in rule 14, in sub-rule (2) in clause (i) for the number "12" the
number “11” shall be substituted.

8. Amendment of rule 16 - In the principal rules, in rule 16, -

(i) For the existing sub-rule (1), the following new sub-rule shall be substituted, namely:-
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"Every person appointed to the Service after the commencement of these rules shall be required to
successfully undergo, if he has not already done so, such training as the Appointing Authority may

prescribe."
(i) For the existing sub-rule (2), the following new sub-rule shall be substituted namely:-

"Such persons referred to in sub rule (1) shall during the period of probation, pass the
Departmental Examination conducted by the Commission and complete such training successfully

as may be prescribed by the Appointing Authority."
(iii) For the existing sub-rule (3), shall be omitted from the principal rules.

"grade" shall be omitted.

10. Amendment of rule 18 - In the principal rules, in rule 18, in sub-rule (1) for the number "12" the number

"to Senior Grade, Grade - I, Grade - Il (Senior)" shall be omitted.

CHAPTER |
Introduction:

The Government of Meghalaya has been very proactive in ensuring the welfare of its citizens. There are
schemes and initiatives for people from all walks for life that creates an ecosystem for inclusive development of
the people and, hence, the State. However, without proper awareness it is difficult for anyone to know what are
the schemes and benefits available for them. To mitigate the gaps in communication and to engage with the
citizens the Government of Meghalaya has formulated the Citizen Engagement and Communication Program,

which has two components.
CHAPTER I
(Component 1: Communication to Citizens

There have been multiple schemes, initiatives from the State and Central Governments for welfare and
development of the citizens of Meghalaya through direct and indirect benefits. Although most of the policies
and schemes are tailormade for the benefit of the citizens, without proper communication and scheme

awareness it is difficult for anyone to benefit from the government initiatives.

Taking cognizance of this, Government of Meghalaya has included this component in the program to sensitize
people of Meghalaya on all the initiatives taken up by the State. A District Level Committee shall be constituted

with the following members.

1. |Deputy Commissioner. Chairperson

2. |District Planning Officer. Member Secretary
3. |Superintendent of Police. Member

4. |District Public Relations Officer. Member

5. |District Social Welfare Officer. Member

6. |District Health Officer. Member

7. |District School Education Officer. Member

8. |Executive Engineer, Public Health Engineering. Member

9. |Executive Engineer, Public Works Department. Member

The Committee can co-opt any member as deemed fit.

The Committee shall be responsible for dissemination and propagation of the Government schemes and
initiatives through Hoardings, leaflets, booklets, and any other means possible in the District. The Committee
shall co-ordinate with the Block Development Officers (BDOs) for final dissemination of the communication

media at the block level.
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The data shall be provided by the State Team through the Planning department and the District
Committee shall identify the locations and channels through which the information could be

propagated.

Responsibility of the District Committee:

1 To finalize upon the channels of data dissemination e.g. Banners, Hoardings, Leaflets,
Booklets and other means of communications.

2 To finalize location for dissemination e.g. Government Establishments, Police
booths/Kiosks

3 To direct and coordinate with the BDOs for implementation.

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CHAPTERIIII

Component 2: Citizen Engagement

Involving the community in the implementation and assessment of the programs and initiatives of the
Government has always been beneficial. The community has the requisite information and knowledge on their
needs and thus their inclusivity becomes a major criteria for the success of any project.

To make citizens aware of the programs and initiatives and to collect information on scheme delivery and
feedback from the grassroot level, Opinion Holders are the key personnel. They are the Village Headmen,
Secretaries of VECs, Presidents of SHGs who have necessary information that would be insightful for the
Government to plan and take appropriate actions accordingly. Government of Meghalaya plans to reach out
these Key Opinion Holders at every village to sensitize citizens regarding the schemes and initiatives and to
collect feedback on the quality and efficiency of the same.

The Citizen Engagement component of the program has been conceptualized to ensure inclusivity of the
community in the formulation and implementation of schemes and programs by creating a feedback system
from the grass-root level. The initiative aims to organize participatory programs to engage with Key Opinion
Holders/ Stakeholders of the villages moderated by Government Officials at Block Offices. This will be useful in
formulating new Schemes/Programs and redesign implementation methodologies to maximize the benefit
delivery with minimal resistance.

Objectives of the initiative:

1 Sensitize Key opinion holders of the villages across the State about the schemes and programs to make
them more suited to the need of the citizens.

2 Involve people as much as possible actively in the decision-making process which regards to their
development.

Collect feedback and suggestions of the initiatives implemented.

Promote the involvement of people in the planning and implementation of development efforts as well as in
the sharing of their benefits.

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BDOS shall be responsible for organization of the meetings in the Blocks. There are FOCUS
volunteers appointed in each block under the Planning Department. From this pool of
volunteers, one from each block shall be selected as a MyMeG volunteer by the Planning
department to assist BDOs in conducting the meetings. They shall be responsible for
identification of stakeholders and arrangement of venue. The volunteers would also be
responsible for the feedback collection process through the SIM application for which they will
be trained. The remuneration for the MyMeG Volunteers shall be done through the Planning
Department.
