Subject :- Service Bond of Doctors undergoing Post Graduate Study outside the State.  

No.Health.5/2017/Pt.II/31. - The undersigned is directed to state that instances have come to the notice of the 

Government that whereas, in some cases, In-Service Doctors while pursuing Post Graduate Studies in the 

Institutes/Hospitals outside the State, are under obligation to sign a Service Bond to serve in that State for a 

certain period of time, which could be upto 2 or 3 years as per the bond agreement, after the completion of 

their Post Graduate Studies. 

In such cases, the Doctors were not released by the Head of the Institutions until they have completed the 

mandatory Service Bond period. Due to the terms and conditions of such agreement, they could not return to 

their parent Department and to the State, immediately after their Post Graduate Studies. 

Under the circumstances, and in order that a gap is not created between the period of completion of the Post 

Graduate Studies and the period that the Doctors are released from the Institutions, such gap period can be 

regulated by the Administrative Department by extension of their joining time. 

The OM is in consonance with Fundamental Rule 59 (5) of the Meghalaya Fundamental Rules & Subsidiary

2. To provide platform for convergence initiatives and for building capacities of various establishments of the 
State Government. 

3. The Centre will act as an integrated centralized repository of geospatial data in the State.  

4. The set up a Drone Pilot Training Centre to impart training to the local youth to become employable and to 
provide trained manpower to industry.
