Organ Rules, 1995.

The Committee shall provide approval or no
objection certificate to the respective donor and
recipient to establish the legal and residential status as
a domicile state. It is mandatory that if donor, recipient
and place of transplantation are from different states,
then the approval or “no objection certificate” from
the respective domicile State Government should be
necessary.
