No.MAC.118/90/Pt.Il/91. - The Governor is pleased to frame the following guidelines for conferring State
Literary Award to Authors as follows,

"The Guidelines for conferring State Literary Award to Authors"
1. Title: 1). This shall be called the guidelines for conferring State Literary Award to Authors.

2. Description: The State Literary Award is given principally on literary merit and content relevance to the
Khasi and Garo Literature. It is an initiative to acknowledge, uplift the exemplary effort made by any
individual who promotes and contributes to the development, growth and preservation of Khasi and Garo
languages.

3. Objectives:
i. To encourage the authors who uplift the literary work to enrich Khasi and Garo languages.
ii. To give due recognition for outstanding works in the field of Literature.

4. Definition:

i. Literary: means any written works in the form of Prose, Drama, Poetry, Novel, Folklore, etfc. that are
significant for the development of Literature and promoting the Artistic value and Cultural Heritage of
the State both tangible and intangible.

ii. Language: means Khasi language or Garo Language.

iii. Plagiarism: means the wrongful appropriation, stealing and publication of another author's literary
work.

5. Eligibility criteria:

(i) The book must immensely contribute to the language and literature to which it belongs (Khasi/Garo).
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(i)  Authors should be bonafide residents of the State.

(i) One author can submit only one book of only one category in one particular allotment year.
(iv) 3 (three) copies of the book should be submitted along with the application.

(v) The book so submitted may be a Novel, Poetry, Prose, Drama or Folklore.

(vi) An adaptation or recreation of Mythology, Folktales, History, etc., is also eligible.

(vii) Self-published books are eligible.

(viii) A creative or a critical work is also eligible.

(ix) A work of translation is not eligible.

(x) An anthology is not eligible.

(xi) An abridgement or an annotation is not eligible.

(xii) A treatise or research work prepared for a university degree or any other similar examinations is not
eligible.

(xiii) Monographs, Books published by the Directorate of Arts and Culture are not eligible.
(xiv) Reprints of previously published books are not eligible.
(xv) A book that has been republished by a different publisher is not eligible.

(xvi) Books available in eBook format alone are not eligible unless printed copies of the same are
submitted in 3 (three) copies.

(xvii) A posthumous publication is eligible only if the author has died not more than five years period
stipulated for the Award.

(xviii) The book must show in print that it was published in the appropriate eligible year.
(xix) The book must be published and distributed in bookstores in Meghalaya during the particular year.
(xx) Plagiarized, propaganda and infringed Literary works are not eligible.

6. Nomination:

a. Nominations will be accepted from publishers as well as writing and publishing individuals and
organisations, etc.

b. A Nomination should be made in a Nomination Format (Annexure II).

c. There are no limits to the number of individuals who may submit a nomination. All nominations and
their supporting materials are considered confidential.
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7. Constitution of the Advisory Committee:

There shall be an Advisory Committee comprising members specially selected by the Department of
Arts and Culture. The term of the Committee shall be for a period of 3 (three) years.

The Advisory Committee shall be headed by the Director, Arts and Culture, and acceptance/approval
of the recommendation made by the Advisory Committee shall be by the Administrative Department
of Arts and Culture.

Composition of The Advisory Committee:

(1) Director, Arts & Culture, Meghalaya - Chairman

(2) Compiler, Directorate of Arts & Culture, Shillong - Member-Secretary
(3) 3 (three) Members for Khasi Literature - Member

(4) 3 (three) Members for Garo Literature - Member

Terms of Reference of the Advisory Committee:

The Members of the Advisory Committee shall recommend books for the consideration.

The Department of Arts and Culture shall provide the books in advance to the Members, Chairman and
Member Secretary for the purpose.

The Committee shall evaluate the Literary works on the basis of their originality, Social relevance and
Literary merits and recommend the best book in Khasi and Garo languages for the Award.

The Advisory Committee will try to reach to a consensus in the matter of recommendation.

Where two or more books are found to be of equal merit, the total literary contribution and standing of
their authors and the consensus opinion of the Advisory Committee Members shall be taken into
consideration.

Declaration of the Award:

The declaration of the Award shall be made on having been approved by the Government.

A Cash Prize award of ¥ 1,00,000/- (Rupees one lakhs) only shall be given for Khasi language
and ¥ 1,00,000/- (Rupees one lakhs) only for Garo language.

The Award will be conferred every year on the occasion of Republic Day that is on the 26™ January.

- The Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to notify the Sports Scholarship Scheme under
Sports and Youth Affairs Department for Eligible sportspersons as follows from the 15t of November, 2022.

1. INTRODUCTION

This Sports scholarship scheme is in pursuance to chapter 8 i.e., 'Incentives' of the Meghalaya Sports Policy
issued in 2019. The Sports Scholarship component of the sports policy aims to provide financial support and
other benefits to eligible sportspersons to encourage and motivate them to achieve laurels for the State and
Nation and to also act as inspiring role models for the younger generation to take up sports. This document
outlines the framework for sports scholarships that would be awarded to eligible sportspersons of Meghalaya.

2. ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS FOR SPORTS PERSONS:
a. The applying athlete should be a domicile/resident of Meghalaya
b. The applying athlete should be an active athlete as on date of submission of application
c. The athlete should not have represented any other State/UT other than Meghalaya
d. Athletes falling under the following categories become eligible for the scheme:
o Those that have successfully represented and won medals for the State

o Those that have been identified by Talent Identification Committees created under the mandate of
this scheme (details in the subsequent paragraphs).

3. APPLICABILITY OF THE SCHEME
The Scheme shall be applicable from the 1st of November, 2022
4. CREATION OF HIGH POWER COMMITTEE

The department shall constitute a High-Power Committee as the apex decision making committee for final
approval of Athletes under this scheme. The Committee shall be constituted with the following members:

The Committee's decision on all matters regarding the scheme will be final and will convene twice a year to
take decisions regarding the scholarships.
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5. SELECTION OF ATHLETES:
Eligible athletes shall be identified through a two-fold mechanism:
a. Mechanism 1 - Achieving Merit in Competitions

General Terms and Conditions of Mechanism 1

The Scholarship Period will begin on the 15t of April every year.
Scholarships will be paid to athletes on a monthly basis for a period of one (1) year.

Athletes that have shown progress in their sport and maintained compliance will all conditions
applicable under this scheme will have their scholarship period extended by one Year. Athletes under
this would be extended at the discretion of the High Power Committee.

The List of Athletes eligible under this scheme must be submitted to the Department of Sports and
Youth Affairs, Government of Meghalaya by the respective State Sports Association/Athlete before the
1st of March every year. Application form enclosed in Annexure 1.

Scholarship funds will only be disbursed to the account of the athlete or a certified guardian of the
athlete in case the athlete does not have a bank account

Athletes that are convicted of being involved in Match Fixing, illegal drug use under NADA guidelines,
and/orany illegal activities will be removed from the scheme. In case any such proceeding is pending
against the athlete, the scholarship will be withheld till finalization of the pending proceeding.

Achievement would only be considered for tournaments conducted by the sports body affiliated to the
Federation/Association recognized by International Olympic Committee (IOC), International Non-
Olympic Committee (INOC), International Paralympic Committee (IPC), Olympic Council of Asia
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(OCA), World Chess Federation (FIDE), International Sports Committee for the Deaf (ICSD),
International Blind Sports Federation (IBSA) or Special Olympics International, as the case may be.
The National Sports Competitions should have been conducted by the National Sports Federation
recognized by Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, Government of India, and/or by the State
Association affiliated to such NSF.

The highest achievement of the eligible candidate shall be considered for the purpose of awarding
scholarship.

In case of an achievement applying to a team sport event, each participating athlete would receive
50% of the corresponding scholarship amount.

An applicant shall be eligible to apply for cash award as well as scholarship under the respective
schemes.

An athlete that is already a part of a Sports Hostel/Residential Programme organized by the
Government of Meghalaya would not be eligible to apply for the scholarship.

Athletes that choose to retire from the Sport or have not participated in a tournament for more than 12
months, will be removed from the scheme.

The Athletes availing the scholarship shall be responsible for maintaining their registration with the
National Sports Federation affiliated to the Indian Olympic Association, failing which a suspension/
withdrawal of the scholarship may be issued by the Department of Sports and Youth Affairs,
Government of Meghalaya.

b. Mechanism 2 - Talent Identification Programmes

Athletes under this mechanism will be identified by specially constituted Talent Identification and
Development Committees (TIC's). About one hundred Athletes would be selected through the Talent
Identification Committees (TIC's) every year. The total number of Athletes to be identified per year, and the
allocation of spots per sport, will be at the discretion of the High Power Committee.

Sport Specific Talent Identification Committees (TIC's) shall be constituted by the High Power Committee.
The Committee may constitute TICs for all or only specific sports depending on the priorities and
availability of budgets, the Committees shall comprise of the following members:

1 General Secretary, Meghalaya State Olympic Association Chairman
2 President, affiliated State Sports Association Member Secretary
3 Asst. Director, Directorate of Sports and Youth Affairs Member
4 Secretary, affiliated State Sports Association Member
5 Prominent Coach, affiliated State Sports Association Member
6 Prominent Athlete of the Sport Member
7 Member, National Sports Federation Member
8 Any other Member as deemed fit by Chairman Member
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The TIC's Shall be responsible for:

Identification and nomination of eligible Athletes every year before 15t of March through various
scouting initiatives and talent identification programmes in collaboration with various stakeholders.
Performance evaluation of the athletes successfully availing the scholarship scheme and submission
of detailed performance reports along with future recommendations.

Development of Athlete Development Programmes and Workshops in collaboration with various
stakeholders.

The Scholarship amounts for eligible athletes identified through this mechanism would be Rupees
Sixty Thousand (% 60,000) per month.

The Scholarship amount may vary based on the recommendations of the TIC's, and at the discretion of
the High Power Committee.

General Terms and Conditions of Mechanism 2:

The High-Power Committee, at its discretion, may also choose to award scholarships to athletes that
have been identified by other Talent Identification programmes conducted by the Government of
Meghalaya.

Scholarships will be paid to athletes on a monthly basis for a period of one (1) Year.

Athletes that have shown progress in their sport and maintained compliance with all conditions
applicable to this mechanism will have their scholarship period extended by One Year. Athletes under
this would be recommended by the TIC to the High Power Committee and extended at the discretion of
the High Power Committee.

Scholarship funds will only be disbursed to the account of the athlete or a certified guardian of the
athlete in case the athlete does not have a bank account

Athletes that are convicted of being involved in Match Fixing, illegal drug use under NADA guidelines,
and/or any illegal activities will be removed from the scheme. In case any such proceeding is pending
against the athlete, the scholarship will be withheld till finalization of the pending proceeding.

An athlete will also be eligible to apply for Cash Award under the relevant scheme.

Athletes that choose to retire from the Sport or have not participated in 3 tournament for more than 12
months, will be removed from the scheme.

The Athletes availing the scholarship shall be responsible for maintaining their registration with the
National Sports Federation affiliated to the Indian Olympic Association, failing which a suspension/
withdrawal of the scholarship may be issued by the Department of Sports and Youth Affairs,
Government of Meghalaya.

6. Additional Benefits to eligible athletes

In addition to the above, eligible athletes shall also be entitled to:

Sports Mentoring and Counselling.
Nutrition Workshops.
Anti-Doping Awareness Programmes.

Athlete Mental Health Programmes.
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*  Injury Management Workshops.
*  Upskilling Programmes.
» Sports Education Financial Aid.

These benefits will be provided through the year at the discretion of the High-Power Committee. A minimum of
5-10 Sessions in a year will be organized for athletes, for which attendance will be mandatory for all athletes
under the Scheme.
