- In exercise of the powers conferred by proviso to Article 309 of the Constitution of 
India, the Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to make the following rules further to amend the Meghalaya 
Fisheries Service Rules, 2017, namely:- 

THE MEGHALAYA FISHERIES SERVICE (AMENDMENT) RULES, 2023. 

1. Short title and commencement. - (1) These Rules may be called the Meghalaya Fisheries Service 
(Amendment) Rules, 2023. 

(2)  They shall come into force with immediate effect. 

2. Amendment of Rule 7. - In the Meghalaya Fisheries Service Rules, 2017 (hereinafter referred to as the 
Principal Rules) the existing sub-rule (5) of Rule 7 shall be substituted with the following:-  

“(5) Appointment to the post of Fishery Officer(s) shall be made in the following manner:- 

(i) 75% by direct recruitment based on the result of the Competitive Examination conducted by the 
Commission. 

(ii) 25% by promotion from amongst the members of the Meghalaya Fisheries Subordinate Service 
holding the post of Fishery Supervisor(s), who possessed the qualifications and the experience, 
length of service, etc. as prescribed and specified in Scheduled-II to these Rules and included in  the 
Select list approved under sub-rule (4) and specified under sub-rule (5) of Rule 9: 

Provided that the members mentioned under this clause shall not have less than 5 years of service left. 

(iii) The proportion of vacancies to be filled up by Government in any year shall be in accordance with 
clause (i) and (ii) above.” 

3. Amendment of Rule 16. - In the Principal Rules, after sub-rule (3) of Rule 16 a proviso shall be added as 
follows:-   

“Provided that the members of the Service who possess the qualification of B.F.Sc. (4 years) degree shall 
be exempted from attending the prescribed course of trainings.”  

4. Amendment of Schedule-II. - The existing Schedule-II shall be substituted as follows:-

- The Governor of Meghalaya is pleased to notify 'Standard Operating Procedures (Sop) 
for transportation of coal and other minerals from outside the State of Meghalaya' to Meghalaya & to 

Bangladesh via Meghalaya as laid down under Rule 4 (9) of "The Meghalaya Mineral (Prevention of Illegal 
Mining, Transportation and Storage) Rules, 2022" as herein under:- 

1. The person having possession of the minerals from outside the State of Meghalaya and desiring to 
transport to Meghalaya and through Meghalaya to Bangladesh shall apply to the Secretary to the 
Government of Meghalaya, Mining & Geology Department through the Director of Mineral Resources as 
per the format attached at Annexure-1. 

2. After the approval the applicant shall comply with the terms and conditions in the approval accorded by the 
Secretary, Mining & Geology Department in transportation of the above mentioned minerals. 

3. The Government will notify the designated entry checkgates for minerals entering the State from outside. 
Initially, Dainadubi, Umling & Ratacherra DRM Checkgates will be notified for the purpose. However, more 
entry check gates may be notified by the Government, if necessity arises. The notified designated entry 
checkgates only would be allowed for entry of Minerals from outside the States. 

4. The persons/applicants who are allowed to transport mineral from outside the States to Meghalaya and 
through Meghalaya to Bangladesh shall on entry produce the approval from Mining & Geology and 
documentary evidence on source of minerals like Mineral Transport Challan, if mineral is from State of 
Nagaland, Certificate of Origin/Tax Invoice, delivery order and E-way Bill if mineral is from other States and 
Coal India Limited Auction and Tax Invoice, E-way Bills and Custom Clearance/Certificate of Origin if 
minerals is imported from other Countries. 

5. The Officer in-charge of DMR Checkgate at entry point shall verify the documents, check the consignment 
and placed his signature and stamp on the documents and maintain separate records on the matter. 

6. For minerals landing in the State of Meghalaya, prior notice to the competent authority/Directorof Mineral 
Resources has to be given for cross-checking the landing minerals and verification of documents for which 
Director of Mineral Resources shall assign Personnel/Official for verification purpose. 

7. For minerals en-route to Bangladesh and other States, the consignee has to produce the verified 
documents from entry point of Checkgate to the nearest Checkgate at exit point for cross verification of 
document and consignment. 

8. The Officer In-charge of the nearest Checkgate at exit point, shall cross-check the documents signed at the 
entry point and upon satisfactory, he shall sign and stamp on the document and retain all the relevant 
documents for onward submission to the office of the competent authority. 

9. Weekly returns of the transportation of mineral have to be submitted by the Consignor to the office of the 
competent authority. 

10. Monthly returns and on completion of trans-shipment has to be submitted to the office of the competent 
authority by the respective Officer in-charge of both the Entry and Exit Checkgates. 

11. In case the trans-shipment is enroute to Bangladesh and if the Mineral has to be stored in the State of 
Meghalaya for certain period of time, which shall not exceed 3(three) months, the person/applicant shall 

fulfill the conditions as laid down in Rule 10 of "The Meghalaya Mineral (Prevention of Illegal Mining, 
Transportation and Storage) Rules, 2022". 
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12. Whoever contravenes the provision of the "The Meghalaya Mineral (Prevention of Illegal Mining, 
Transportation and Storage) Rules, 2022" and notified SoP would be liable for punishment under Section 
21 (2) of Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Act, 1957. 

13. The Government in Mining & Geology Department in public interests, may amend, relax or modify any 
provisions of these SoP if difficulty arises for giving effect to any of the provisions of these Standard 
Operating Procedures.

1. Short title and Commencement. - (1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya State Legal Services 
Authority (Amendment) Rules, 2023. 

(2) They shall come into force from the date of the notification in the Official Gazette. 

2. Amendment of Rule 2. - In the existing sub-rule (1) of Rule 2 of the principal rules, a new clause shall be 
added namely. - 

" "(j) sub-Divisional Legal Services Committee" means a Taluk Legal Services Committee constituted 
under Section 11A of the Act". 

3. Amendment of Rule 11. - in the Meghalaya State Legal Services Authority Rules, 1998, the existing sub-
rule (1) of Rule 11 shall be substituted with the following, - 

"(1) The District Authorities or Sub-Divisional Legal Services Committees shall have such number of posts 
and officers and other employees as the State Government may, in consultation with the Chief Justice, 
from time to time, decide". 

4. Addition of new Rule 11A. - After the existing Rule 11 of the Principal Rules, a new Rule shall be added 
namely, - 

11A- Number and qualifications of members of the Taluk or Sub-Divisional Legal Services 
Committee. 

(1) The Sub-Divisional Legal Services Committee shall have not more than five members. 

(2) The following shall be the ex-officio members of the Sub-Divisional Legal Services Committee:- 

(i) the Senior Civil Judge or the Judicial Magistrate posted in the Sub-Division shall be the ex-officio 
Chairman; and 

(ii) the Sub Divisional Police Officer, and 

(iii) the Block Development Officer to be nominated by the Sub Divisional Officer (Civil), and 

(3) the State Government may nominate in consultation with the Chief Justice other membens not 
exceeding two in number, one of whom shall be a woman possessing the qualifications and 
experience prescribed in clause (ii) of sub-rule (3) of this rule. 

(i) person shall not be qualified for nomination as a member of the Taluka Legal Services Committee 
unless he is, - 

(a) an eminent Social Worker who is engaged in the upliftment of weaker sections of the society including 
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, women, children and rural labour; or 

(b) an eminent person in the field of Law; or 

4. A person of repute who is specially interested in the implementation of the Legal Services Scheme.

No.CDD.8/2023/2. – In continuation to the Department's Memo.No.CDD.122/2006/327, dated 9th November, 
2017, the Guidelines for Utilisation of the interest accumulated under the State Corpus Fund placed with the 
State Rural Employment Society (SRES) are as under: 

With few needs and demands that have come up which are of priority, and considering that these are not 
directly met under the ambit of MGNREGA, also considering the fact that Meghalaya is predominantly tribal in 
nature having unique requirements in the community, the following clause are placed on the utilisation of the 
State Corpus Fund: 

1. Utilisation of the State Corpus Fund Interest at the State Nodal Agency - State Rural Employment Society 
(SRES): 

a. As a temporary loan: The principal amount along with the accumulated interest of the State Corpus  
Fund being a revolving fund may be utilized for the implementation of the programme of MGNREGA 
and PMAY-G whenever there is fund constraint under these Rural Development programmes to meet 
the committed expenses during an emergent circumstances. The amount transferred from the State 
Corpus Fund for this purpose is entirely refundable and is to be recouped whenever fund for the 
programmed) is received from the Central or State Government. 

b. As a Non-refundable grant: The interest accumulated under the State Corpus can be utilised towards 
the operational expenses of SRES with due approval of the Governing Body. The amount that can be 
utilised for this purpose is from the accumulated interest only without affecting the principal amount of 
the State Corpus Fund. 

2. Utilisation of the State Corpus Fund along with Interest accrued for other Rural Development Projects: 

a. The State Corpus Fund along with the interest accrued thereon can also be utilised for the 
implementation of other rural development projects duly recommended by the Chief Minister's 
Secretariat or the Planning Department. 

The recommended projects shall include construction of suspension bridges, community halls & 
auditoriums, retaining walls or creation of any infrastructure and allied activities aimed at developing 
rural community which are not covered under Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee 
Scheme (MGNREGS). 

b. Whenever the Corpus Fund (excluding interest accrued) is utilised, the Planning Department, 
Government of Meghalaya will recoup the amount to the State Corpus Fund. 

c. The projects proposed by either the Chief Minister's Secretariat or the Planning Department will be 
scrutinized and examined by SRES. 

d. The Principal Secretary/ Commissioner & Secretary/Secretary of Community & Rural Development 
Department will be the authorizing authority for according approval of the projects) upon submission of 
the proposal by the Mission Director, SRES. 

e. The approved project(s) will be implemented by SRES which includes monitoring and inspection of the 
projects, maintaining and recording all statutory & financial books of accounts.
