No.LJ(A) 23/85/Pt.11/94. - In exercise of the powers conferred by proviso to Article 309 read with Article 234 of
the Constitution of India, the Governor of Meghalaya in consultation with the High Court of Meghalaya is
pleased to make the following rules further to amend the Meghalaya Judicial Service Rules, 2006 hereinafter
referred to as the principal rules, namely:-

1. Short title and commencement. - (1) These rules may be called the Meghalaya Judicial Service
(Amendment) Rules, 2023.

(2) They shall come into force at once.
2. Amendment of rule 2. - In the principal rules, in rule 2, -

(i) in clauses (a) and (f), for the words "Gauhati High Court" the words "High Court of Meghalaya" shall
be substituted.

(i) in clause (h), the words "Commission" shall be deleted.

3. Amendment of rule 9. - In the principal rules, in rule 9 for the words "Gauhati High Court" the words
"High Court of Meghalaya" shall be substituted.

4. Amendment of rule 11. - In the principal rules, in rule 11, -
(a) for the existing sub-rule (1) the following shall be substituted, namely, -

"(1) All vacancies in Grade Il of the service by promotion shall be filled up in accordance with the
description and time schedule mention in Schedule-F."

(b) after the existing sub-rule (1) the following new sub-rule (1a) shall be inserted, namely,-

"(1a) All vacancies in all Grade Il of the service by direct recruitment shall be filled up in accordance
with the description and time schedule mentioned in Scheduled - G."

(c) in sub-rule (2), the sentence "It shall also indicate that an additional list of selected candidates would
be prepared as per sub-rule (5)" shall be omitted.
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(d) in sub-rule (4), for the word "equal” the word "double" shall be substituted.
(e) sub-rule (5) shall be omitted.
(f) for the existing sub-rule (6), the following shall be substituted, namely,-

"(6) The list so prepared under sub-rule (4) above shall be published and they shall be valid till
publication of a subsequent select list."

(g) for the existing sub-rule (7), the following shall be substituted, namely, -

"(7) Candidates whose names are included in the list prepared under sub-rule (4) above shall be
considered for appointment in the order in which their names appear in the list and subject to rule 9,
they may be appointed by the appointing authority in the vacancies notified under sub-rule (1a)
above.

(h) in sub-rule (8), the word, figure and number "or (5)" shall be omitted.
Amendment of rule 21. - In the principal rules, in rule 21, sub-rule (4) shall be omitted.

Amendment of rule 28A. - In the principal rules, in rule 28A, for the words "Gauhati High Court" the
words "High Court of Meghalaya" shall be substituted.

Amendment of Schedule-A. - In the principal rules, the existing Schedule-A shall be substituted by the
following new Schedule-A.

(Amendment) Rules, 2023.
