ii. The Sponsorship and Foster Care Approval Com-
mittee shall review each recommendation and
approve cases of Sponsorship and Foster Care
support in all cases found deserving by it. The
deserving cases will then be referred to Child
Welfare Committee for the final order for Spon-
sorship/Foster Care as the case may be.

iii. A Sponsorship and Foster Care Approval Com-
mittee (SFCAC) shall be responsible in each dis-
trict to sanction sponsorship and Foster Care on
receipt of final order from the CWC.
