OFFICE MEMORANDUM 

Revised Scheme for Surrender-cum-Rehabilitation of militants in the North-East States under Security 
Related Expenditure Scheme. 

No.POL.133/2004/294. - In order to wean away the misguided youth and hardcore militants who have strayed 
into the path of militancy, the State Government after due consideration decided that the Revised Scheme for 
Surrender-cum-Rehabilitation of militants in the North-East States under Security Related Expenditure Scheme 
as contained in Government of India's Revised Scheme issued vide letter No.6/16/2017-NE.I., dated 6th 
February, 2018 be accepted as follows:- 

1. Objectives of the Scheme: 

The objectives of the Scheme is to wean away the misguided youth and hardcore militants who have 
strayed into the fold of militancy and now find themselves trapped into that net. The Scheme also seeks to 
ensure that the militants who have surrendered do not find it attractive to join militancy again. 

2.1 Eligibility criteria: 

The Scheme is applicable to the surrendered militants as under: 

i) Who surrenders at least with 1 (one) weapon or more; 

ii) Who surrenders without weapon but has reasonable ground for not being able to surrender with 
weapon; 

iii) Who is well trained militant cadre having sound knowledge of handling arms and IEDs; 

iv) Who has been trained either within the State or neighbouring State(s) or across the international 
border; 

v) Who surrenders and helps the police by providing information leading to the recovery of weapons 
and aids the police during CI operations; 

vi) The benefits of the Scheme shall not be applicable to a surrenderee who is a recycled militant/ 
terrorist. 

2.2 SCREENING COMMITTEES: The Screening Committees would be as under: 

(a) Screening Committee in Special Branch Headquarters: 

Chairman: Additional Director General of Police (Special Branch)/ Inspector General of Police 
(Special Branch). 

Members: 1. Deputy Inspector General of Police (Special Branch).

3. Benefits under the Scheme: 

3.1 Persons eligible under the Scheme will be initially lodged in a Rehabilitation camp where they will be 
counseled/imparted training in a trade/vocation of their liking or befitting their aptitude. 

3.2 Stipend - During the period of training at the Rehabilitation camp, a surrenderee shall be paid a monthly 
stipend of  6,000/- (Rupees six thousand) only per month for a period of 36 (thirty six) months or less. 
This will be a uniform rate of stipend for all categories of surrenderees and no surrenderees will be treated 
as a special category surrenderee as far as the monthly stipend is concerned. 

3.3 After the State Government have accepted the surrender after due recommendations of the Screening 
Committee, an amount of Rs. 4 lakh (Rupees Four lakh) only will be granted to the surrenderee. This 
grant will be paid as under: 

a) For the surrenderees who are getting rehabilitated through the schemes of the District 
Administration, the amount (  4 lakh) will be paid to the bank. Bank will utilize this amount as 
collateral security as well as for the recovery of the loan which the bank would be advancing to the 
surrenderees on the recommendation of the Deputy Commissioner of the District. 

b) There may be some surrenderees who could not be covered by the District Administration in specific 
rehabilitation programmes. These include those surrenderees who want to pursue agriculture in the 
rural areas or some minor business. For them, the grant of Rs. 4 lakh will be kept in the bank 
account which will be opened through the Deputy Commissioner of the District. Money i.e., Rs. 4 
lakh will be deposited into the bank with specific directions that it should be paid in 3 (three) 
installments: 

(i) The first instalment of  1,00,000/- (Rupees one lakh) only when the surrenderee is released from 
the Camp without any complaint of inappropriate behaviour; 

(ii) The second instalment of  2,00,000/- (Rupees two lakh) only after 6 (six) months from the release of 
the first instalment provided nothing adverse is reported against the surrenderee; 

(iii) The final instalment of  1,00,000/- (Rupees one lakh) only plus interest earned on the deposit after 6 
(six) months from the release of the second instalment provided nothing adverse is reported against 
the surrenderee. 

NOTE-I: If anything adverse activity on the part of the surrenderee is reported, the further instalment, from 
that point of time, will be stopped and legal action will be taken against the surrenderee. 

NOTE-II: However, if the surrenderee covered under Para 3.3 (iii) wants to avail any loan from the bank at 
any stage, he can use the amount available with his account as collateral security. 
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3.4 In the event of a surrenderee being able to secure any Government job, either in Central 
Government/PSU/Army/State Government/Cooperatives, where the Central/State Government has a 
share, this amount will not be given to the surrenderee. 

3.5 Crimes committed by the militants: 

(i) Cases against the surrenderee will be reviewed as per the policies of the State Government 
concerned. 

(ii) Minor crime cases against successfully rehabilitated surrenderees may be withdrawn as per the 
State Government policies. 

(iii) The surrenderees who have committed heinous crimes like murder, rape, abduction etc. will be 
subject to the due process of law and surrender shall not imply amnesty from the crimes committed 
by them. 

(iv) A surrenderee who indulges in crime while under rehabilitation shall forfeit the benefits under the 
Scheme. 

4. Board and lodging at the Rehabilitation Camp: 

4.1 The stay of a surrenderee in a Rehabilitation Camp shall not exceed 1 (one) year. Beyond 1 (one) year, 
the approval of the State Government will be sought. In any case, it should not exceed 3 (three) years. All 
efforts shall be made to settle the surrenderees during this period. In case of settlement of any 
surrenderee before the expiry of 3 (three) years, the stipend shall be stopped from the date of settlement. 

4.2 Expenditure incurred on boarding and lodging provided to surrenderees in the rehabilitation camps would 
be met out of the stipend of   6,000/- to be provided to the surrenderees. 

4.3 Funds will be provided for construction of rehabilitation camps as per State PWD estimates after being 
vetted by Technical wing of IFD, MHA to accommodate the surrenderees. Expenditure on such 
construction work is reimbursable under item 3 (iii) of revised SRE guidelines. 

5. Incentives for Weapons: The following incentives have been built into the scheme for surrendered 
weapons/ammunitions: 

SI. No. Weapon Incentive (in Rs.) 

a. LMG/GPMG/Pika/RPG/Sniper Rifle/Rocket Launcher/

1,00,000/- (Rupees one lakh) only

g. IED 3,000/- (Rupees three thousand) only 

h. Land Mines 5,000/- (Rupees five thousand) only

5.1 The incentives for surrender of weapons/ammunitions shall be given to the surrenderee at the time of his 
leaving the Rehabilitation Camp. 

6. Agencies for rehabilitation: 

The agency for rehabilitation may be a suitable NGO and/or the State Government. In case it is an NGO, 
it will run the Rehabilitation Camp with support from the Security Forces and the Government where 
required. A suitable NGO, which has good credentials and is willing to work in this sphere, will have to be 
identified and provided necessary support from the State Government. 

7. Reimbursement of Expenditure on Rehabilitation by Government of India: 

The Government of India shall provide 90% reimbursement for expenditure incurred on the rehabilitation 
on surrenderees under the Security Related Expenditure Scheme. In view of the financial position of 
insurgency affected States and also the fact that the NGOs who may undertake rehabilitation work may 
immediately need some money in advance, there will be provision for giving 50% of estimated annual 
expenditure on rehabilitation in advance and the rest as reimbursement. 

8. Inspection of rehabilitation centres and records by Government of India: 

The Government of India shall have the right to inspect any of the camps set up for rehabilitation or transit 
and to verify any record in this regard. 

9. Procedure for surrender, identification and rehabilitation of a surrenderee: 

9.1 The following agencies will be involved in the process of identification and rehabilitation of surrendered 
militants:- 

(a) ADG/ IG (Special Branch) will act as the State Surrender-cum-Rehabilitation Officer (S&R Officer) 
under the Scheme. 

(b) Army. 

(c) Central Para Military Force. 

(d) Subsidiary Intelligence Bureau. 

(e) State Police/ State Administration. 

(f) Deputy Commissioner of all districts. 
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(g) A nominated NGO. 

9.2 Each of the Security Forces will identify one officer of the rank of ADG/IG/DIG or equivalent officer as the 
nodal officer for coordinating surrender and rehabilitation work of militants with respect to their 
organization. 

9.3 A militant shall be free to surrender before any unit of the Army/ CPMFs, District Magistrate, District SP, 
ADG/ Zonal IG/ Range DIG, IG (Ops), IG/ DIG (Special Branch), SPs (Special Branch), SDM, Sub-
Divisional Police Officer or any other notified officer. The officers for this purpose shall be notified by the 
State Government with due approval of the Government of India. A militant may also surrender before any 
unit of the Army or the CPMFs outside the State. The officer receiving the surrender shall get the details 
as informed by the surrenderee filled in a prescribed proforma and send the same to the ADG/ IG (Special 
Branch)/ (S & R Officer) and to the nodal officer of the forces. The nodal officer of each of the organization 
will verify the antecedents of the militants from its own sources and his activities and send his specific 
recommendations to the S&R Officer stating whether the individual could be taken in as surrenderee or 
not. 

9.4 The officer receiving the surrender order will provide immediate security to the surrendered militant and 
after getting necessary details for filling up the proforma, send him to the transit camp to be maintained by 
the S&R Officer. The boarding and lodging expenses for the person lodged in the transit camp will be 
borne by the Government. The maximum period within which the decision about a person should be taken 
would be 15 days. Efforts will be made to transfer the surrenderee from transit camp to the Rehabilitation 
camp. 

9.5. On receiving the reports from the different organizations regarding the activities of a surrendered person, 
a Screening Committee headed by the ADG/IGP (SB) and comprising of nodal officers of the Army/ CAPF 
organizations would formally consider the surrender of militant and if accepted, transfer him to the 
rehabilitation camp. 

9.6 Deputy Commissioner of East Khasi Hills and West Garo Hills will be the Nodal officers to provide 
counseling and recommend appropriate training methodology and examine ways for rehabilitating the 
surrenderees. At the end of the period of training and counseling in the Rehabilitation camp they will be 
released from the Rehabilitation camp to rehabilitate themselves. 

9.7 An immediate grant of Rs.4 lakh (Rupees Four lakh) only to be kept in a bank in the name of a 
surrenderee and would be utilized as indicated above in Para 3.3 (a) & 3.3 (b). 

9.8 The District Administration will assist the surrenderee to obtain schemes for self-employment, if any, 
implemented by Government Departments etc., and the rehabilitation assistance will be in addition to 
whatever assistance is provided for under such normal Government Schemes. 

9.9 Rehabilitation of militants requires a coordinated and more total approach as they need to regain self-
respect and confidence in the society and in the Government. Besides counseling by trained person, they 
also need to be trained so that they can discover their abilities and be able to integrate into the normal life 
of the society. Such trainings have to be given by experts from various departments like Agriculture, 
Industries etc. 

10. Impact assessment of the Scheme: 
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Impact assessment of the policy would be done every year to ensure corrective action, if required. If the 
percentage of surrenderees who are successfully rehabilitated at the rehabilitation centre is below 80%, 
the NGO need to be changed. 

11. Bio-metric Data/ Aadhaar: 

There will be compulsory Aadhaar Biometric registration of the surrendered militants. No allowances/grant 
will be admissible if there is no Aadhaar Registration of the surrendered militants. The State Government 
will endeavor to get Aadhaar registration of all the surrenderees since the commencement of this scheme. 

12. Monthly Report: 

The State Surrender-cum-Rehabilitation Officer (S & R Officer) will send a monthly report to MHA of new 
surrenderees of the preceding month and up to date list of all those surrenderees who are currently under 
rehabilitation in the State. 

13. Date of Effect of revised scheme: 

The revised Scheme will come into effect from 1st April, 2018.
