• Building Bye -laws should be in sync with the Hazard 
Plan/Mapping of ecological sensitive areas of the State.

• Special focus should be on contour based Planning to 
channelize the natural fl ow of water and disallowing any 
construction (private or public) that obstruct the natural 
drainage pattern.

• A minimum buff er zone should be designated along river 
channels/water bodies as ‘No Construction Zone’. Tradi-
tional building materials should be promoted.
